What has happened to our
patriotism?lonlymentionedtwoimportant
eventsforourmilitaryandcountry,forthey
areholidays, thusone cannot hide behind
the excuse: ‘I was at work on that day.’

August15,theFeastoftheAssumption
of Mary, celebrated as one of the most
important holidays of Christianity, is
certainly the most important celebration
for the Romanian sailors, military or
civilians, a celebration of port cities and

It is the day
whenmilitarysailorsshowoffthemselves
and render homage to their country as a
closing gesture following the numerous
activities organized during the month of
thesailors’spirituality(July 15-August15).

In recent years, at the festivities
organized for Navy Day in Constanta,
I heard the comments of some of my
colleagues from the media and even
ones from the naval Forces that a certain
exercise is not much different, that ‘I
know what comes after...’or ‘It’sthe same
Neptune-God of the Sea’ etc.

Our sailors
need the appreciation and the support
