1918-2018 | SARBATORIM IMPREUNA

- 15 august 1902: Ziua Marinei Romane a fost
sarbatorita pentru prima data in mod oficial la bordul
crucisatorului Elisabeta, printr-un Te-Deum. Ceremonialul
militar si religios de dimineata a fost urmat de regate, jocuri
marinaresti i o serata venetiana;

- 15 august 1903: la regate au participat si barcile
vasului de razboi rus Psezuape, aflat in vizita in portul
Constanta;

- 15 august 1911: serbarile au fost organizate de
Societatea Marinarilor ,Regina Elisabeta” si au cuprins
curse de barci cu vele si rame, militare si civile desfasurate
pe 14 august, o excursie pe mare cu vaporul Impéaratul
Traian si o serata venetiana;

- 15 august 1912: serbarea nautica a fost pusa sub
naltul Patronaj al Majestatii Sale Regina Elisabeta;

- 15 august 1913: din Cartierul General al Marinei
instalat la Turnu Magurele, comandantul Marinei Militare,
contraamiralul Sebastian Eustatiu emitea Ordinul de Zi nr.
81 din: ,Marinari, Anul acesta sarbatorim patronul Marinei
ingirati fiind pe tot cursul Dunérii pe care suntem stapani.
In campania de operatiuni care s-a sfarsit ati arétat cu totii
multa vointa si energie. Comandantul Marinei Militare,
seful vostru direct v-a vazut la lucru si v-a apreciat. Ati
fost vazuti, de asemenea, de tofi aceia care fin in mana
destinele si conducerea acestei tari si toti si-au dat seama
de insemndétatea acestei armate pe apad.

- 15 august 1928: in prezenta membrilor Casei Regale,
au fost botezate cele patru hidroavioane Savoia, iachtul
Isprava al principesei lleana si cuterul Domnita lleana al
Yacht Clubului Regal Roméan. Concursurile nautice si de
natatie, sarituri de la trambulina, inot, jocuri s-au desfasurat
cu participarea echipajului bricului polonez Lwow;

- Perioada interbelica a consacrat definitiv Ziua

Marinei drept o manifestare a cultului fatd de ape si a
destoiniciei slujitorilor Marinei, recunoscuta si sustinuta de
autoritati si acompaniata de admiratia publicului larg;

- August 15, 1902: The Romanian Navy Day was
officially celebrated aboard the cruiser Elisabeta for the
first time, through a Te-Deum. The morning military and
religious ceremony was followed by regatta, navy games
and a Venetian party.

- August 15, 1903: The boats of the Psezuape Russian
warship visiting the port of Constanta at the time also
participated in the regatta.

- August 15, 1911: The festivities were organized by
the Sailors’ Society “Queen Elisabeth”, included races of
military and civilian boats with sails and oars and took
place on August 14 along with a trip at sea aboard the
Impératul Traian ship and a Venetian party.

- August 15, 1912: The nautical celebration was placed
under the patronage of Her Majesty Queen Elisabeth.

- August 15, 1913: From the Navy Headquarters
based at Turnu Magurele, the commander of the Military
Navy, the Rear Admiral Sebastian Eustatiu issued the Day
Order no. 81: “Sailors, this year we are celebrating the
patron saint of the Navy, being displayed along the course
of the Danube where we are masters. In the operations
campaign which has ended you have all shown a lot of
will and energy. The Commander of the Military Navy, your
immediate chief saw you at work and appreciated you. You
have also been seen by all those who hold the destiny and
leadership of this country and everyone has realized the
importance of this army on water. | hope that it will not be
long before our country has the Navy it needs at sea and
on the Danube. On this great day for us, we should think of
our country first, to which we owe our love and devotion.”

- August 15, 1928: In the presence of the members of
the Royal House, the four Savoia seaplanes, the Isprava
yacht of Princess lleana, and the Domnita lleana cutter of
the Royal Romanian Yacht Club were baptized. Nautical
and water sports contests, jumps off springboards, swim-
ming, games took place with the participation of the Polish
crew of Lwow.

- The interwar period has definitively established the
Navy Day as a manifestation of water worship and of the
Navy servants’ abilities, acknowledged and supported by
authorities, and enjoying the admiration of the entire pub-
lic.

- The first time the Navy Day was made official at the
level of the Ministry of Defense was by Decree no. 1343
of April 17, 1931, published in the “Official Gazette of Ro-
mania” no. 108 of May 12, 1931, p. 4411, in which Carol Il
decreed that the Navy was to celebrate its patron saint day
on St. Mary’s Assumption Day (August 15).

- In 1933, among the specific Navy Day competitions,
there were the eight-oar boats, swimming relay race,
whaleboat races, Roman carriage races, running with
boats without oars, dinghy races, swimmers race, hydro-
gliders, rowing between two boats, platform jumping, boat

- In anul 1933, intre concursurile specifice Zilei Marinei
au figurat cursa de barci cu 8 rame, stafeta de Tnot, curse
de baleniere, curse de care romane, alergari cu barci fara
rame, curse de lotci, cursa inotatorilor fond, hidroglisoare,
tragerea cu parama intre doua barci, cai marini, sarituri de
pe platforma, curse de barci cu ofiteri, jocuri pe gabara,
scondru cu purcei, goana dupa rate, torpile submarine,
lupta cu prajina si explozia unei mine;

- 15 august 1936: M.S. Regele Carol al ll-lea a hotarat
ca unica scoala pentru toti marinarii romani sa se numeasca
Scoala Navala a Majestatii Sale Mircea si a creat ,Medalia
Maritima”, transformata in anul 1938 in ,Virtutea Maritima”;
a fost botezat primul submarin romanesc, Delfinul;

- La 15 august 1937, pentru prima data in istoria
Marinei Militare Roméane, Franta a trimis la Constanta
contratorpilorul Vauban, pentru a o reprezenta la serbarile
Zilei Marinei. Ziua Marinei a fost serbata si la Calarasi,
Cetatea, Corabia, Craiova, Galati, Hargova, Ismail,
Oradea, Orsova, Sulina si Timisoara;

- 1938: din cauza doliului national pricinuit de moartea,
in ziua de 18 iulie, a M.S. Reginei Maria a Romaniei,
traditionalele serbari de Ziua Marinei au fost amanate
pentru data de 8 septembrie - Nasterea Maicii Domnului;

-15 august 1940: pe lAnga pomenirea in toate bisericile,
Liga Navala a organizat in Bucuresti un serviciu special
la biserica ,Sf. Spiridon”, la care au luat parte membrii
ligii aflati in Capitala, precum si cei care s-au simtit legati
sufleteste de Marina si marinarii nostri;

- 15 august 1941: Ziua Marinei a fost sarbatorita ,intr-
un cadru de reculegere, constand intr-un serviciu divin
la toate bisericile, in prezenta delegatiilor de la unitétile
Marinei si s-a facut pomenirea eroilor marinari, cazuti
la datorie, in campaniile 1877-1913, 1916-1918 si din
razboiul actual’;

- 15 august 1942: Serbarile organizate au constat in
oficierea serviciilor divine si din demonstratii nautice, la
Constanta, Bucuresti, Brasov, Caracal, Slanic Moldova,
Timigoara, Piatra Neamt, Moldova Veche, Drencova, Turnu
Severin, Calafat, Corabia, Turnu Magurele, Zimnicea,
Giurgiu, Oltenita, Ostrov, Calarasi, Cernavoda, Harsova,
Macin, Braila, Galati, Tulcea, Ismail, Valcov, Chilia Noua,
Cetatea Alba, Odessa, Nicolaev si Mangalia;

- 15 august 1944: Ziua Marinei a fost marcata la
Constanta, la bordul crucigatorului auxiliar Dacia;

- 15 august 1945: in Capitala programul a fost destul
de bogat, incluzdnd o expozitie marinareasca in aula
localului Ministerului Marinei, un serviciu divin pe malul
lacului Herastrdu, urmat de cuvéntari, decorarea cu
,Virtutea Maritima” si competitii nautice. Serviciul divin
si manifestari acvatice au avut loc la Constanta, Calafat,
Craiova, Sintesti-lifov, Slatina, Targu Ocna, Tulcea,
Drencova, Braila, Turnu Severin si Orsova;

racing with officers, games on barge, piglets on a mast,
duck chasing, submarine torpedoes, pole fights and mine
explosion.

- August 15, 1936: His Majesty King Carol Il decided
that the only school for all Romanian sailors to be called
The Naval School Mircea of His Majesty and created the
“Maritime Medal”, which in 1938 became the “Maritime
Virtue”; the first Romanian submarine was baptized, called
the Dolphin

- On August 15, 1937, for the first time in the history
of the Romanian Military Navy, France sent to Constanta
the Vauban torpedo-boat destroyer to represent them at
the Navy Day celebrations. The Navy Day was celebrated
in Calarasi, Cetatea, Corabia, Craiova, Galati, Harsova,
Ismail, Oradea, Orsova, Sulina and Timisoara.

- 1938: due to the national mourning caused by the
death of Her Majesty Queen Maria of Romania, on 18 July,
the traditional Navy Day celebrations were postponed to
September 8 — The birth of the Virgin Mary.

- August 15, 1940: In addition to the commemoration
in all churches, the Naval League organized a special
service in Bucharest at “St. Spiridon” Church, where all
the members of the League from the Capital attended, as
well as those who felt spiritually bound with the Navy and
our sailors.

- August 15, 1941: The Navy Day was celebrated “in
moments of silence, with religious service in all churches,
in the presence of the delegations from the Navy units, and
honoring the seamen heroes fallen in the campaigns of
1877- 1913, 1916-1918 and during the current war “.
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- Intre anii 1949-1953, Ziua Marinei s-a rezumat la
marcarea Zilei Flotei U.R.S.S. (ultima duminica din
luna iulie), ceremonialul fiind diminuat ca semnificatie din
cauza intentiei conducerii Ministerului Apararii Nationale
de a schimba data acestei traditionale sarbatori nationale;

- Prin Decretul nr. 309/1953 a fost instituitd Ziua
Marinei Militare a R.P.R., sarbatorita in fiecare an in prima
duminica a lunii august;

- Din anul 1954, programul Zilei Marinei a fost politizat
si adaptat noii ideologii promovaté intens si in randurile
ostirii. Ca urmare, la 1 august 1954 s-a serbat Ziua
Fortelor Maritime Militare;

- 1955: la propunerea Comandamentului Fortelor
Maritime Militare, au fost editate de catre Directia
Superioara Politicd a Armatei o serie de materiale
promotionale, precum afise, panouri, lozinci, carti postale,
iar prin grija Ministerului Industriei Alimentare, au fost
fabricate tigarile ,Marinar”;

- 3 august 1958: Ziua Marinei Romane s-a desfasurat
prin ridicarea pavilionului si marelui pavoaz in portul
Constanta, revista navala, prezentarea mesajului de catre
stafeta A.V.S.A.P., concursuri sportive si jocuri marinaresti,
parada ambarcatiunilor, iesire in larg cu navele Mircea,
Neptun, 30 Decembrie;

- 1959: zeci de barci si salupe, reprezentand diferite
aspecte din activitatea marinarilor, muncitorilor portuari si
pescarilor au defilat prin fata navei-comandant. O salupa
militara a remorcat un desant maritim; in urma lor, un
ponton a purtat corul si orchestra echipei artistice ostasesti
LAlbatrosul”. Dupa parada ambarcatiunilor, o trompeta a
vestit sosirea lui Neptun, zeul marilor, care a trecut in
revista navele;
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- August 15, 1942: The organized celebrations
consisted of religious services and nautical demonstrations
in Constanta, Bucuresti, Brasov, Caracal, Slanic Moldova,
Timigoara, Piatra Neamt, Moldova Veche, Drencova, Turnu
Severin, Calafat, Corabia, Turnu Magurele, Zimnicea,
Giurgiu, Oltenita, Ostrov, Calarasi, Cernavoda, Harsova,
Mé&cin, Braila, Galati, Tulcea, Ismail, Valcov, Chilia Noua,
Cetatea Alba, Odessa, Nicolaev and Mangalia.

- August 15, 1944: the Navy Day was celebrated in
Constanta, aboard the cruiser Dacia.

- August 15, 1945: in the capital city, there was a special
program, including a naval exhibition in the main hall of
the Navy Ministry and a religious ceremony on Herastrau
lakeside followed by speeches, the “Maritime Virtue”
awards and nautical competitions. A religious ceremony
and water competitions also took place in Constanta,
Calafat, Craiova, Sintesti-llfov, Slatina, Targu Ocna,
Tulcea, Drencova, Braila, Turnu Severin and Orsova.

- From 1949 t01953 the Navy Day was mainly about
the Russian Fleet (the last Sunday of July), the ceremony
having a diminished significance due to the intention of
the Ministry of National Defense to change the date of this
traditional national ceremony.

- according to the Decree no. 309/1953 the first Sunday
of August became the celebration day of the Military Navy
in our country.

- Since 1954, the Navy Day program has been under
political influence and adapted to the new ideology
intensively promoted in the armed forces, too. As a result,
the Military Naval Forces Day was celebrated on the 1st
of August, 1954.

- 1955: at the proposal of the Military Naval Forces
Headquarters, the Political Department of the Armed
Forces published a series of advertising materials like
posters, boards, slogans, postcards and, with the help of
the Ministry of Food Industry, the "Marinar” cigarettes were
made for the first time.

- August 3, 1958 the Romanian Navy Day was
celebrated by raising the flag in Constanta harbor, the
magazine of the Navy, the peace support volunteer’s
speech, sport and naval competitions, boats parade and
sailing at sea aboard Mircea, Neptun, 30 Decembrie ships.

- 1959: lots of boats and motor boats, showing different
sailing, working and fishing activities paraded in front of the
flagship. A military motor boat towed a landing boat; the
"Albatrosul” choir and artistic military band followed them
on a floating pontoon. After the ships parade, a trumpet
player announced the arrival of Neptun who presented the
boats.

- In the 60s the political involvement in the organisation
of the events led to a change of the religious significance of
the celebration. Thus, it became a mythological ceremony,
including conferences about the significance of the
Navy Day, held in industrial units and in naval garrisons,
presentations and awarding ship models during festive

- Dupa Revolutia din decembrie 1989, Marina Roméana
a reluat traditia sarbatoririi zilei sale la 15 august.
Odata cu revenirea la traditie prin celebrarea Zilei Marinei
Romaéne la sarbatoarea Sfintei Marii - Praznicul Adormirii
Maicii Domnului, organizatorii, atat la Constanta, cat si in
celelalte orase-porturi maritime si fluviale, au reintrodus in
programele serbarilor elemente traditionale céat si probe
noi: lansarea scafandrilor de lupta de pe vedete si din
elicopter, executarea unui desant de catre infanteristii
marini, respingerea atacului aerian asupra navelor de
suprafata, lansari de torpile etc.;

- Prin Legea nr. 202 din 21 octombrie 2008, publicata
in ,Monitorul Oficial” nr. 728 din 28 octombrie 2008, ziua
praznicului Adormirii Maicii Domnului a fost desemnata
sarbatoare nationald, Ziua Marinei Roméne devenind
astfel moment de Tnaltare spirituald si de preamarire a
jertfei eroilor apelor, motiv de etalare a frumoaselor traditii
marinaresti si prilej de reafirmare a potentialului si a

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gatherings, organized in Pioneers’ Palaces, visiting and
sailing aboard Mircea and Libertatea training ships.

-In 1970, the “Sea Festival” was organized in Constanta
and after two weeks it ended with the Navy Day. There was
also a Beauty Contest called "Miss Litoral”, one of the most
important events for youngsters.

- August 2, 1981, the Romanian Navy Day was
celebrated in the harbor of Tomis, Constanta, with
swimming competitions, jumps off the diving boards,
acrobatic gymnastics, rowing boats races, divers’ and
water skier’'s shows, in which members of the harbor
sports associations and students from "Mircea cel Batran”
Naval Academy took part in.

- After the revolution, in December 1989, the Romanian
Navy returned to the tradition of celebrating their day on
August 15th. When the celebration started being held
on a holly day - Saint Mary’s Day, the organizers in
Constanta and in the other maritime and river harbors re-
introduced traditional elements and also added new types
of competitions: launching combat divers off fast patrol
boats and helicopters, the execution of a motor landing by
the marines, the defense of surface ships against an air
attack, torpedo launching, etc.

-According to Law no. 202/October 21st, 2008 published
in the “Official Gazette” of Romania no.728/October 28th,
2008 the holly day of St. Mary’s Assumption became
a national celebration. Thus, the Navy Day became a
highly spiritual event honoring water heroes’ sacrifice,
an occasion for displaying the beautiful sailing traditions
and a great opportunity of presenting the potential and
capabilities of the Romanian Naval Forces. [ |

Each year on the 15" of August — a day which has a triple
festive meaning: Christian, of the nation and of the Romanian
people who serve at sea, the sailors bring the most beautiful
act of fealty to their vocation and profession by means of a
religious and military ceremonial, a complex program of
training, exercises, simulations and demonstrations of their
professional abilities and skills.

The most representative professionals dressed in their
uniforms either Navy or Commercial, sea veterans, current
professionals or cadets who aspire at the glory of their future
confrontation with life at sea; having a sobriety aura of divine
blessing, present to the nation and the honored guests the
quintessence of their mission and also of their daily tasks.
They present it in a decent manner nevertheless convincing
way, determined and proud of what they learned they have
to execute efficiently aboard ships, in schools and training
centers, in national structures and NATO headquarters, in
international missions, in conflict areas or areas where peace
needs to be maintained, wherever the Country or the Flag calls

them and trust them with the task of affirmation of the highest
virtues and competencies.

The vein of tradition

The support of the unpredictable arsenal
of technique, props, demonstrative acts,
games and navy competitions stem in
the tumult of the 116 years of authentic
tradition which gathers creativity, joviality,
braveness, manliness and risks assumed
down to the limit of survival. Sailors of all
ranks coming from all kinds of ships and
of the superior echelons, aviators, combat
divers, marines, bomb disposal experts,
navigation specialists or mere military in the
highest military positions set a standard for the

,Vara la Constanta”, in editia de sdmbata, 15 august 1881,
hebdomadarul ,L’Indépendance Roumaine” anunta ca, dupa
caderea noptii, la Constanta a avutloc un spectacol extraordinar,
prilejuit de o impresionanta iluminatie pe mare, organizata de
catre Nicolae Macri, capitanul Portului. Spectacolul a inclus si o
lupta navala, simulata pe parcursul a 20 de minute de 12 barci
de asalt, la fel de feeric luminate, destinate sa cucereasca o
fortareata imaginara.

Duminica, 16 august 1898, in portul Constanta au avut loc
regate, care includeau curse cu vele - barci comerciale, barcile
Portului, curse cu rame - barci de razboi, barci de comert, lotci
de pescari etc., curse de not - pentru adulti, copii, goana dupa
rate si scufundatori, meci de cocagne si curse umoristice.

Dupa oficializarea, in 1902, a acestei originale Zile a Marii
si a Marinei, ca reper statornic in calendarul manifestarilor
estivale de interes national de catre primarul Constantei,
Cristea Georgescu, an de an, regi, presedinti, prim-ministri,
oameni politici, artisti, diplomati, invitati de marca din tara
si din strainatate au fost prezenti la Constanta si in porturile
dunarene pentru a impartagi bucuria unanima a participantilor
la marea gala a apelor roméanesti.

Parada pavilioanelor natiunilor

Chiar de la inceputul secolului al XX-lea, sunt consemnati
la Ziua Marinei, oaspeti de seama din flotele altor state. Astfel,
in 1902, a fost prezenta nava de lupta rusa Psezuape.

La 15 august 1920, in programul manifestarilor au figurat
surprize... romano-americane, ocazionate de vizita in portul
Constanta a contratorpilorului U.S.S. 210.

Pe 15 august 1928, la festivitatile ocazionate de serbarea
patronului Marinei Roméne, in prezenta membrilor Casei
Regale, a participat si echipajul bricului polonez Lwow.

Pe 15 august 1935, in prezenta M.S. Regele Carol al ll-lea
si a unui grup de membri ai Ligii Navale Poloneze, ministrul
polonez D. Arcizewsky a oferit Regelui si primarului Constantei,
Horia Grigorescu, medalia de bronz a Ligii Morska, o harta a
canalului proiectat sa uneasca Marea Baltica cu Marea Neagra
si 0 frumoasa cupa cu apa din Marea Baltica, care a fost
varsata in Marea Neagra, simbolizand, astfel legatura dintre
cele doua mari.

complexity and the importance of their specific tasks with ease,
precision and elegance of attitude, outwear or expressivity.

Even if the history of Navy Day links chronologically to the
summer celebration of the year 1902, information regarding
the nautical celebrations organized on the Romanian seashore
sends us to the past, at the end of the XIXth century. Thus, under
the heading “Summer in Constanta”, the Saturday issue of the
15" of August 1881, the weekly magazine “L'independence
Roumaine” announced that after night fall in Constanta, it
took place an extraordinary and impressive fireworks display
organized by Nicolae Macri, the captain of the Harbor. The
show also included a naval battle, simulated for 20 minutes
by 12 assault boats which were also illuminated, and whose
purpose was to conquer an imaginary fortress.

On Sunday, the 16" of August 1898, in Constanta harbor
there were some boat races including sailing boat races —
commercial boats, boats of the harbor, oar boat races-war
ships, commercial vessels, fishing boats etc., swimming
competitions-for adults, children, running after ducks, cocagne
games and humoristic races.

In 1902, after this celebration of the Sea and of the Navy
became official and was established as a reference point in
the calendar of summer celebrations of national interest by
the mayor of Constanta, Cristea Georgescu, each year, kings,
presidents, prime ministers, politicians, artists, diplomats,
special guests from our country or abroad were present in
Constanta and in the Danube harbors to share the collective joy
of the participants to the grand gala of the Romanian waters.

The parade of the ensigns

Even from the beginning of the XXth century important
foreign guests are registered for the Navy’s Day. Thus, in 1902
fighting Russian ship Psezuape was present.

On the 15" of August 1920, there were surprises in the
schedule of the show...Romanian American, with the visit of the
torpedo boat destroyer USS 210.0n the 15" of August 1928 the
crew of the Polish tall ship Lwow took part in the festivities of the
Navy Day in the presence of the members of the royal family.

On the 15" of August 1935 in the presence of King Carol
Iind and of a group of members of the Polish Naval League,
the Polish minister D.Arcizewsky offered to the King and the
mayor of Constanta, Horia Grigorescu the bronze medal of
Morska League, a map of the channel designed to link the
Baltic Sea and the Black Sea and a beautiful pot filled with
water from the Baltic Sea which was poured into the Black Sea
thus symbolizing the link between the two seas.

For the first time in the history of the Romanian Navy, on
the 15" of August 1937 during the festivities of the Romanian
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Pentru prima data in istoria Marinei Romane, pe 15 august
1937, Franta a fost reprezentata la sarbatoarea marinarilor
romani de echipajul contratorpilorului Vauban, avandu-l la
bord pe contraamiralul Jean Léon Marie Fernet, comandantul
escadrei franceze din Levant.

Sub suveranitatea zeului Neptun

Sarbatorita decalat, in perioada 1954 - 1989, in prima
duminicad a lunii august, Ziua Marinei s-a mentinut pe
coordonatele pitorescului, bunei dispozitii si a perpetuarii
originale a specificului preocuparilor si performantelor breslei.

Traditionalele manifestari ale marinarilor romani au fost
onorate constant de seful statului si inalti oficiali roméani si de
peste hotare. Astfel, duminica, 2 august
1970, la festivitatile dedicate Zilei Marinei,
in tribuna oficiala, alaturi de Elena si
Nicolae Ceausescu, s-au aflat oaspeti
de onoare din R.S.F. lugoslavia, Irlanda,
Italia, Elvetia, Marea Britanie, Peru,
Polonia, R.F.G. si U.R.S.S.

Din anul 1970, ,Serbarile Marii”,
organizate la Constanta pe parcursul
a doua saptamani, culminau cu Ziua |
Marinei, oferind oaspetilor litoralului
atractii deosebite, precum Concursul
de gratie si frumusete ,Miss Litoral”,
spectacole sustinute de Ansamblul osta- &
sesc ,Albatrosul”, coordonat de maestrul
Marin Huditeanu si atractive competitii
si jocuri marinaresti.

Spectacolul patronat de Zeul Neptun
includea si momente comice, precum
Botezul la Ecuator, Pescarul amator,
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sailors, France was represented by the crew of the torpedo
boat destroyer Vauban which had on board Rear Admiral Jean
Leon Marie Fernet, the commander of the French squadron
from Levant.

Under the reign of God Neptune

Navy’s Day was celebrated on other dates, different from
the 15" of August, on the first Sunday of August between
1954 and 1989 and it has always been a rather picturesque
celebration, of good spirits, and of original perpetuation of the
specific preoccupations and performance of the guild.

The Romanian sailors’ traditional manifestations were
constantly honored by the current president and high officials of

the State and from abroad. Thus, on Sunday,
1 the 2" of August 1970, on Navy’s Day apart
from Elena and Nicolae Ceausescu in the
| official tribune there were also present
honored guests from Yugoslavia, Ireland,
“ 4 ltaly, Switzerland, Great Britain, Peru,

. Poland, Germany, USSR.

Starting with 1970s “Sea celebrations”
&1 organized in Constanta for a fortnight
.1 reached a peak in Navy’s Day offering the
guests on the seashore special attractions
4 such as the Contest of grace and beauty
“Miss Litoral”, artistic shows with the
* military orchestra “Albatrosul” directed by
the eminent artist Marin Huditeanu and
attractive competitions and navy games.

The show was held under the
patronage of god Neptune and included
| comedy shows such as The Baptizing at
the Equator, The Amateur Fisherman, The
Pirates’ Treasure, catching of the pigs, the

Noile orizonturi euroatlantice

New Euro-Atlantic horizons

After 1990, the presence of foreign sailors at Romanian
Navy’s Day has become a faithful expression of the Romanian
Navy and other countries fleets’ traditional relations. Thus,
in the last 28 years, Naval Forces Day and Navy’s Day has
been constantly honored by diplomats, ships, cadet crews
and prestigious guests of NATO foreign state members and
its partners.

This stands as an extra proof that sailors, no matter their
nationality are able to maintain their leaderships on the waters
of the world conquering the sympathy and trust of people from
everywhere. |

Colonelul Nicolae STERIADE
(22.10.1860 - 27.12.1863)

A venit In Marina Militara din Corpul
Granicerilor, fiind numit comandant al bricului-
goeletda Emma, prima nava cu destinatie militara |
din flotila de razboi a Moldovei, intrata in dotare in
anul 1843. Odata cu unirea Principatelor in anul
1859, a fost numit comandantul Flotilei Moldovei,
iar in 1860, cand prin O.Z. din 6 octombrie,
ministrul de R&zboi, generalul lon Emanail
Florescu, a decretat ca flotila de pe intregul curs
al Dunarii sa formeze un singur corp, a fost numit
provizoriu comandant superior al flotilei, fiind Tnsarcinat prin
acelasi ordin sa inspecteze flotila din Moldova. Aproband cele
cuprinse in Ordinul ministrului de Razboi, prin O.Z. nr. 147
din 22 octombrie 1860 domnitorul Alexandru loan Cuza a
decretat unirea definitiva a flotilelor din cele doua principate,
intarindu-I in acelasi timp Tn functia de comandant superior al
intregului corp. In decembrie 1863 a fost numit inspector al
cordonului Dunarii, facand parte din statul-major al Inspectiei
din Bucuresti, subordonat Corpului Granicerilor. A fost primul
comandant al Flotilei Moldovei si primul comandant al Flotilei
unite a Principatelor Roméane.

Colonelul Constantin PETRESCU
(21.12.1863 - 11.02.1866)

S-a numarat printre primii ofiteri ai Flotilei Munteniei, fiind
comandantul celor trei salupe canoniere intrate in dotare Tn
1845. Prin Decretul nr. 122 din 5 iulie 1850, flotila Munteniei s-a
constituit intr-un corp aparte, capitanul Constantin Petrescu fiind
numit primul comandant al acestuia. Dupa Unirea Principatelor,
prin O.Z. din 6 octombrie 1860, ministrul de Razboi, generalul
loan Emanoil Florescu, a dispus unirea flotilelor celor doua
principate intr-un singur corp, Constantin Petrescu fiind numit
ajutor al colonelului Steriade, primul comandant al Flotilei. A
fost comandantul Corpului Flotilei intre 1864 si 1866. Tn scopul
unei administrari eficiente a Flotilei, a mutat comandamentul
Flotilei de la Ismail la Braila, in locul numit ,Pescaria”.

Maiorul Scarlat MURGULET
(11.02.1866 - 17.03.1867)

in septembrie 1849 a intrat in Legiunea de
Cadeti, infiintatd in Moldova in anul 1845, cu
scopul de a oferi instructia si educatia necesare
ofiterilor ostirii principatului, absolvind cursurile n
anul 1851. La 4 decembrie 1854 a fost incadrat in
Flotila, in calitate de comandant al Punctului Ismail.
Prin Ordinul de Zi din 6 octombrie 1860, in urma
unificarii provizorii a flotilelor celor doua principate,
a fost numit comandantul Punctului Galati. La 24
ianuarie 1865 a fost desemnat ajutorul colonelului Constantin
Petrescu, seful flotilei. In luna februarie 1866 a primit
functia de comandant al flotilei.
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Comandantii
Marinei Militare Romane

Colonel Nicolae STERIADE
(10.22.1860 - 12.21.1863)

He joined the Navy from the Border troops, and
was appointed commander of Emma schooner-
brig, the first military ship in the Moldovan warfare
| fleet to enter service in 1843. With the union of the

Principalities in 1859 he was appointed commander
of the Moldavian Fleet and in 1860 when, on
October 6, the Minister of War, General lon Emanoil
Florescu decreed that the flotilla from the entire
course of the Danube must form a single fleet.
He was temporarily appointed chief-commander of
the fleet, being commissioned by the same order to inspect
the Moldovian fleet. By approving the articles mentioned
in the Order of the Minister of War, through O.Z. no. 147 of
October 22™, 1860, Prince Alexandru loan Cuza decreed the
definitive unification of the two Principalities and, at the same
time, consolidated his position as Chief-Commander of the
whole fleet. In December 1863 he was designated inspector
of the Danube channel, being part of the Marine Board Staff in
Bucharest, subordinated to the Border Troops. He was the first
commander of the Moldavian fleet and the first commander of
the United Romanian Principalities Fleet.

Colonel Constantin PETRESCU
(12.21.1863 - 02.11.1866)

He was among the first officers of Muntenia Fleet, as the
commander of the three gunboats that were first in service
in 1845. By 122 Decree of July 5, 1850 Muntenia fleet was
established as a separate one by Captain Constantin Petrescu,
its first commander. After the Unification of the Principalities
specified in O.Z. on October 6", 1860 Minister of War General
loan Emanoil Florescu ordered the unification of the two
principalities flotillas in a single fleet. Constantin Petrescu was
appointed Colonel Steriade’s deputee, the first commander of
the Fleet. Petrescu was the commander of the Fleet between
1864 and 1866. In order to efficiently manage the fleet he moved
its command from Ismail to Braila in the place called “Pescaria”.

Major Scarlat MURGULET
(02.11.1866 - 03.17.1867)

In September 1849 he joined the Cadets
Legion established in Moldova in 1845 to provide
the training and necessary education to the
officers of the Principality’s army. He graduated
in 1851. On December 4", 1854 he was assigned
as commander of Ismail fort. By the Day Order
on October 6", 1860, following the temporary
unification of the two principalities flotillas, he was
appointed commander of Galati fort. On January 24,
1865, he was appointed deputy of the Chief commander of the
Fleet Constantin Petrescu. In February, 1866 Scarlat Murgulet
was appointed Chief commander of the fleet.




General de brigada Emanoil BOTEANU
(17.03.1867 - 30.04.1867)

A facut parte din prima promotie a Scolii Militare
din Bucuresti, pe care a absolvit-o la 7 aprilie 1856.
Si-a continuat studiile in Franta, luand parte si la
manevrele armatei franceze Tn tabara de la Chélons.
Dupa infiintarea Statului Major General a fost
fncadrat in cadrul Sectiei a lll-a. Tn perioada 1 aprilie
1863—1 aprilie 1864 a activat in cadrul Regimentului
7 Infanterie. Dupa aceasta data, a revenit in cadrul
S.M.G. panala 1 noiembrie 1864, cand a fost trimis de
catre domnitorul Alexandru loan Cuza ca observator pe frontul
american, unde se desfasura confruntarea armata dintre Nord si
Sud. Prin Decretul din 17 martie 1867 a fost numit comandantul
Flotilei. Din luna decembrie 1868 a indeplinit functia de director
n Ministerul de Razboi. Tn timpul R&zboiului de Independenta a
indeplinit functia de sef de stat-major al Corpului de Observatie
si apoi sef de stat-major al Diviziei a IV-a, glorioasa
n luptele de la Plevna.

Colonelul Anton BARBIERI Q

(30.04.1867 - 01.01.1874)

Originar din ltalia, a venit catre mijlocul
secolului al XIX-lea din arhipelag la bordul unei
corabii in Marea Neagra. Naufragiind in zona
gurilor Dunarii, s-a stabilit in portul Galati, unde
a intrat in 1845, cu gradul de soldat, in Corpul
Salupierilor, infiintat in Moldova sub caimacanul
Vogoride. A fost instructor al echipajelor salupelor
canoniere moldovenesti si comandantul goeletei
Natalia. Parasind flotila moldoveana, in 1852 s-a
inrolat Tn Marina rusa, pentru a participa la actiunile
de lupta din razboiul Crimeei. Dupa incheierea razboiului s-a
intors la Galati, la 17 noiembrie 1857 fiind reprimit in Flotila
Moldovei. La 30 august 1863 a fost desemnat comandantul
navei Romania, primul bastiment al Principatelor Unite, lansat
la Giurgiu la 2 august 1864. Prin Decretul din 23 aprilie 1867
a fost numit comandantul Flotilei.

Contraamiralul
Nicolae DUMITRESCU-MAICAN
(01.01.1874 - 10.12.1814;
01.04.1871 - 01.12.1877;
08.04.1879 -10.05.1888)

La 17 ianuarie 1863 s-a prezentat la concursul
organizat de Ministerul de Razboi pentru desem-
narea candidatilor care urmau sa fie trimisi la o
scoala navala, trecand cu succes probele.

After the General Staff was established, he

was assigned to 3" Division. Between April 1%,

1863 and April 1%, 1864 he joined the 7" Infantry

Alexandru loan Cuza as an observer on the American front

where the armed confrontation between the North and the

South took place. By the Decree of March 17", 1867 he was

Having been shipwrecked
in the Danube’s entrances area, he settled in the
port of Galati. Here, in 1845 he joined the Gunboat
Marines, established in Moldova under the
command of the deputy Vogonde, as a sailor. He
was an instructor of the crew of Moldavian cannon
! boats and captain of the schooner-brig Natalia.
He left the Moldavian fleet in 1852 and enlisted
in the Russian Navy to participate in the Crimean
War. After the war ended, he returned to Galati on November
17", 1857 and rejoined the Moldavian Fleet. On August 30",
1863 he was appointed commander of Romania ship, the first
warship of the United Principalities, launched at Giurgiu on
August 2" 1864. By the Decree of April 23, 1867 he was
appointed chief-commander of the Fleet.

He was accused of correspondence for
military supplies with a person named Broad Well, being tried
on March 28, 1888 by the Council of War, condemned and
lost his stripes. He was absolved by King Carol |. The lawsuit
led to his replacement from the command of the Fleet on May
10, 1888, with Colonel John Murgescu.

Vice Admiral loan MURGESCU
(12.10.1874 - 04.01.1877;
12.01.1877- 04.08.18179;
05.10.1888 - 04.01.1901)

After graduating from high school, in March

1864, he won the contest organized by the Ministry

of War for sending a student to the Naval School

in Brest. After graduation, on August 1%, 1866, he

was authorized to conduct a training voyage with

the French Jean Bart training ship. On January

1st, 1871, he was appointed commander of Romania ship.

Captain of the gunboat Fulgerului, between October 1873

and April 1874, he commanded for the first time a Romanian

warship in the Mediterranean Sea and the Black Sea during

the march to bring it to the country, from Toulon to Galati.

On December 10", 1874 he was temporarily appointed Fleet

Commander, and on June 6", 1875 Fleet Commander. On the

night of May 12%/13%, 1877, aboard Rundunica, at the head

of a four-torpedo formation, took part in the torpedo attack on

the Seifi Ottoman monitor, which he sank. On December 1%,

1877, he returned to the command of the Fleet. On April 8™,

1879, he took command of Galati Flottila. In April 1881, he

was appointed commander of the School of the Military Sons

in lasi. In May 1882, Inspector of Navigation and Ports and

on August 1%, 1886 he was appointed Chief of Depot and

Crews Division.

Division and commander of Mircea sailing ship and

on December 15", 1909 Chief Commander of Elisabeta cruiser.

Between April 1910 and April 1912 he was Commander of the

Navy Schools and of Mircea sailing ship. In the 1913 campaign

he was commander of the squadron made up of Bratianu

monitor and the torpedo boats Captain Nicolae Lascar Bogdan

and Maior Constantin Ene. On 17 April 1914 he was appointed

second-in-command Chief of Staff in C.M.M. On November

22 1916, he was appointed Chief of Staff of the Navy, and on

January 7", 1917, took command of the Operations Fleet, at the

time the Navy ships were on the Tataru Channel at Chilia Noua
and Galati.

He completed his onboard
training in the Austro-Hungarian Fleet on Saida
school ship and other ships in the Mediterranean
Sea (September 1903). He served in the Underwater
Defense, onboard minelayers and torpedo boats
within the Danube Squadron in Galati. In 1094
he became the Commanding Officer of Vedea
fast torpedo boat. From 1909 to 1911 he was the
Commanding Officer of the first Wireless Telegraphy Stations
installed in Cernvoda, Calarasi si Giugiu. On April 1, 1911 he
was moved to the Military Geographic Institute. From October,
1 to July 1, 1914 he was the Executive Officer of Mircea training
ship within the Sea Squadron which he then left to return to
the Danube Squadron as the Commanding Officer of Naluca
torpedo boat and of the Torpedo Boat Group. On June 1,
1918 he assumed command of Mihail Kogalniceanu monitor.
On November 8, 1920 he assumed command of the Danube
Squadron. In 1922 he was named the Commanding Officer
of the Navy Stores and then the director of the Navy Arsenal.
