The main role of the Romanian
Naval Forces in the architecture of the
national security system is to defend
national interests and sovereignty
rights at sea and on the Danube River,
independently, jointly with our partners
or as part of a multinational force and,
to actively contribute to maintaining
regional security.

In order to fulfill our main role, the
Romanian Naval Forces must be able
to protect the freedom of navigation in
the Black Sea and the Danube River; to
deter any aggression at sea or on the
river; participate in Article V or Non-
Article V maritime operations alongside
our allies and partners; to conduct naval
surveillance and early warning ashore, at
sea, and on the river; to conduct Search
and Rescue missions at sea and on the
river; to support the national authorities in the fight against
terrorism and illegal activities at sea; to support national
government authorities in case of natural disasters; to
evacuate Romanian citizens from conflict areas around
the world; to participate in regional cooperation initiatives.

It is well-known that security and stability are the two
most important pillars that define peace and cooperation
in a certain area. The Wider Black Sea Region is no
exception; therefore these goals can only be achieved

through cooperation, using all assets at the bilateral or
regional level, involving all interested parties in order
to further bridge the gap between Central and Eastern
Europe, the Middle East and Central Asia.

The main risks and threats to national defense are
related to the security of our borders. In fact, the Black Sea
is the Eastern maritime border of both the North Atlantic
Alliance and the European Union. The illegal annexation
of Crimea by the Russian Federation in 2014 has led to
the development of an increasingly volatile and militarized
maritime  security environment. Unfortunately, the
existing cooperation agreements, especially in the naval
field, were undermined by Russia, which used its maritime
power, as a means of power projection, ignoring the
principles of international law, and everything escaladed
on February 24, 2022, with the illegal and unprovoked
invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation. Currently,
the Black Sea region is in the limelight, both regionally
and globally.

Drifting sea mines in the Black Sea, as a consequence
of the war in Ukraine, require a firm and concerted
effort of the states west of the Black Sea to counter the
threat. The danger of sea mines in the Black Sea is real,
so that until today, July 2023, 71 sea mines (5 TUR,
5ROU, 56 UKR, 3 BGR, 1 GEO, 1 RUS) have been neutra-
lized. The mine countermeasures taken by the Romanian
Naval Forces: monitoring the area of responsibility,
using ships, aircraft and sensors; notifying seafarers,
through international and regional NAVAREA warnings;

1961), Navy (1898-1931; 1948-1958; 1961-2000) and
Naval Forces (2000-present). Today, 163 years after the
establishment of the Modern Navy, the soldiers in the
Romanian Naval Forces are good professionals and have
professional experience acquired in real missions and
operations in which they participated in different theaters
of operations around the world. We are a credible partner
and a pillar of stability in this area, taking responsibility for
our obligations as a NATO and EU member.

The most important asset of the Naval Forces is the
human resource, the crews of the ships and aircraft,
the personnel of the commands of the Romanian Naval
Forces, the students of the naval educational institutions,
without whose contribution, the missions of the Naval
Forces could not be executed. Our navy ships motto is

Cu o lungime de 245 km a
coastei maritime, Roménia ocupa L‘i

un loc important in cadrul tarilor
riverane Marii Negre prin amploarea
spatiului terestru cu iesire la mare.

Mai mult decat atat,
in calitate de stat riveran Marii Negre,
situat in apropierea zonei balcanice si
la intrarea principalei axe de transport
fluvial dintre Orientul Mijlociu si Europa
Occidentala, Romaéania trebuie sa
dispuna de o forté navala credibila si
bine structurata, cu o putere combativa
pe masura responsabilitatilor ce-i
revin la mare si la fluviu.

Romania is one of the most
important countries bordering the Black
Sea with considerable access to the
sea due to the length of 245 km of sea
coast. Also, our country owns 1,075 km
of river, representing 38% of the total
length of the Danube, of which 236
km are inland waters, with both banks
on Romanian territory. Moreover, as a
Black Sea bordering state, located near
the Balkan area and at the entrance of
. the main river transport axis between
the Middle East and Western Europe,
Romania must have a credible and well-
structured naval force, with a combative
power equal with its maritime and river
responsibilities. In the context of the
contemporary evolution of the security
environment, the maritime power of
the country is extremely important and
the Romanian naval forces are its main
pillar.

All these aspects have been clear
to our ancestors for centuries. All Romanian rulers fought one
by one to be able to own or to defend the water borders. The
legitimacy of a navy state system was effectively achieved in the
19th century.

Alexandru loan Cuza invested his efforts towards the
consolidation of the historical act of the union on January 24,
1859 and the development of Romania’s institutional system, a
special attention being paid to strengthening and modernizing
the military defense capacity. He was closely concerned with
ensuring navigation freedom on the Danube, and also with the
development of the civilian and military fleet.

Tn anul 1865, militarii care efectuau serviciul in cadrul flotilei
au fost denumiti, pentru prima data, marinari. Reorganizarea si
dezvoltarea Marinei Militare, perfectionarea ei, imbunatatirea
sistemului de instruire a efectivelor si de pregatire a cadrelor
- actiuni ample intreprinse in timpul domniei lui Cuza - s-au
fncadrat in planul general de faurire a armatei nationale moderne.

With 6 gunboats, the first military fleet of the modern state
was subsequently deployed consecutively in six bases, in the
following ports: Chilia, Ismail, Galati, Braila Giurgiu and Calafat.
Within the permanent military forces, the Danube Fleet was
also integrated, as a large naval base. The fleet had specialized
personnel, consisting of officers, NCOs, technicians and civilians.

In 1861, the flotilla was assigned its first steamship, purchased
by the state from a private supplier. Completely rebuilt in Austria
and armed with 4 guns, the ship arrived in the country in July
1862 in Giurgiu. Prince Alexandru loan Cuza, represented at the
ceremony by General Savel Manu, Minister of War, christened
the ship Romania.

In 1865, soldiers serving in the fleet were called seamen for
the first time. The reorganization and development of the Navy,
its improvement, the improvement of the personnel training
system and the staff training - extensive actions undertaken
during Cuza’s reign - were part of the general reconstruction plan
of the modern national army. The existence of a river naval force
was necessary, all the more so as the Danube was the object of
permanent disputes among the great powers of the time.

In 1866, with the succession to the Romanian throne of Prince
Carol |, a new liberal constitution was adopted and, of course,
a new legislation regarding the defense of the country. During
this period, efforts were made to organize and equip the Navy in
order to ensure the control of the Danube line.

Therefore, it was necessary to purchase new ships, equipped
with modern equipment and technique, which had to be operated
by specialized military personnel. As a result, the first Seaman
Training School was established in 1872.

In March 1867, the Flotilla Corps was born. The land garrison
of the flotilla was established in Galati, where the Headquarters
and workshops from Braila were transferred. In 1868 a bill
concerning the development of the merchant and military navy
was submitted to the Legislative Corps and mentioned the
purchase of 10 tugboats and 10 passenger ships, all with a larger
capacity than those of Austrian companies. Tugs were to be
provided with 12 necessary guns, and the crews of this flotilla
were to be integrated into the Navy and paid by the government.

The Organization of the Romanian Armed Forces Law,
promulgated in 1868, sped up the improvement process of the
military defense system. The army was made up of: the standing
troops, the territorial troops, the militias, the city guard and the
mobs. The flotilla was among the main armies and consisted of
its own staff, permanent companies and military ships

Se prevedea ca in probleme de
asigurare materiala, scoli si personal, Comandamentul Marinei
sa depinda direct de Ministerul de Razboi, iar in privinta serviciului
de politie fluviala, disciplind, reviste si inspectii, subunitatile de
marina se subordonau diviziilor militare teritoriale in jurisdictia
carora aveau resedintele de baza.

Odata cu sporirea numarului de nave militare a devenit posi-
bila desfasurarea instructiei tactice in formatie, executandu-se
marsuri, trageri de artilerie, exercitii de cooperare si sprijin
a trupelor de uscat. Primul mars de instructie executat pe
Dunarea de Jos si Marea Neagra, la care au participat navele
~,Romania”, ,Stefan cel Mare” si ,Fulgerul”, s-a desfasurat intre
11-27 octombrie 1875.

Romania a gasit acest moment ca fiind deosebit de favorabil
pentru infaptuirea dezideratului de independenta. Armata a
trecut imediat la acoperirea strategica a frontierei sudice a {tarii
situata de-a lungul Dunarii. Navele militare au primit misiunea
de a transporta trupe. Echipajele navelor neimplicate in conflict
au incadrat opt baterii de artilerie, amplasate in fata Vidinului, la
Calafat, dotate cu piese de artilerie de 150, 120 si 87 mm.

Razboiul din 1877-1878, ampla ridicare a poporului roman
pentru independenta deplind, a pus in evidenta capacitatea
exceptionala de lupta a ostirii, a intregii natiuni. Soldatii si ofiterii
din Corpul Flotilei si-au servit patria in mod exemplar, pe toata
durata razboiului, dovedind inalte calitafi de lupta.

In perioada cuprinsd intre anii 1878-1914, Romania a
promovat o politica navala orientata spre apararea intereselor
nationale, a independentei si inviolabilitatii frontierelor {arii.
Directiile fundamentale ale politicii navale au fost elaborate de
catre organele statale de decizie si au fost sustinute prin mijloace
diplomatice, in planul relatiilor internationale.

In anii urmétori, guvernele au acordat o atentie deosebita
inzestrarii Marinei Militare. Tn 1881, pe baza raportului unei
comisii care a examinat, in strainatate, anumite tipuri de nave,
a fost comandat in Marea Britanie un bric cu vele si masina cu
aburi pentru instructia efectivelor, botezat ,Mircea”.

Tncepand cu anul 1882, pana in 1884 au mai intrat in serviciu
salupele canoniere ,Rahova”, ,Opanez” si ,Smardan”, puitorul
de mine ,Alexandru cel Bun” si torpiloarele ,Soimul” si ,Vulturul”.

The investment process took place in 1873, when ,Fulgerul’
gunboat built in Toulon was purchased. It was 25 m long and was
equipped with 2 alternative steam cars, 100 hp, which allowed it
to reach a speed of 7 knots

In 1874, the Armed Forces Organization Law clarified the
subordination of the flotilla. It was stipulated that for equipment,
supplies, schools and personnel, the Navy Command would
depend directly on the Ministry of War, and for river police
service, discipline, magazines and inspections, naval subunits
were subordinated to territorial military divisions in the jurisdiction
of residence.

With the increase in the number of military ships it became
possible to conduct tactical training in formation, performing
marches, artillery firing, cooperation exercises and support of
land troops. The first training march on the lower Danube and the
Black Sea, attended by Romania, Stefan cel Mare and Fulgerul
ships, took place between October 11 and 27, 1875.

Romania found this moment to be particularly favorable for
achieving its independence. The army immediately proceeded
to strategically cover the country’s southern border along the
Danube. The military ships were given the mission to transport
troops. The crews of the ships not involved in the conflict
operated 8 artillery batteries, located in front of Vidin, in Calafat,
and equipped with artillery pieces of 150, 120 and 87 mm.

The war of 1877-1878, the huge rise of the Romanian
people for full independence, highlighted the exceptional fighting
capacity of the army and of the entire nation. The soldiers and
officers of the Flotilla corps served the homeland exemplarily
throughout the war, proving high fighting qualities.

Between 1878 and 1914, Romania promoted a naval policy
oriented towards defending national interests, independence and
inviolability of the country’s borders. The fundamental directions
of naval policy were elaborated by state decision-making
structures and were supported by diplomatic means in terms of
international relations.

In the following years, governments paid special attention
to the endowment of the navy. In 1881, based on the report of
a commission that examined certain types of ships abroad, a
brig with sails and steam engine for personnel training, named
Mircea, was ordered in Great Britain.

From 1882 until 1884, Rahova, Opanez and Smardan
gunboats, Alexandru Cel Bun minesweeper and Soimul and
Vulturul Torpedoe boats entered in service. The endowment
of the flotilla with new ships raised problems related to their
anchoring in the port of Galati. During the summer, ships
could be stationed in Badalan, where the flotilla barracks and
Arsenal were also located. However, the place was not safe in
winter due to ice floes. Therefore, it was decided to establish
a military port in Tiglina. Simultaneously with the construction
of this port, (completed, partially in April 1884) other buildings
were constructed: depots for ammunition mines and torpedoes,
barracks for crews and buildings necessary for the Arsenal in the
effort to equip the fleet.

Dotarea flotilei cu nave noi ridica probleme legate de bazarea
lor in portul Galati. Pe timpul verii, navele puteau stationa la
Badalan, unde se mai aflau cazarma flotilei si Arsenalul. Locul
nu prezenta, insa, siguranta pe timp de iarna, din cauza sloiurilor
de gheata. Pornind de la aceasta situatie, s-a luat hotararea
nfiintarii unui port militar la Tiglina. Concomitent cu construirea
acestui port, ale carui lucrari s-au incheiat, partial, in aprilie 1884,
au fost construite si alte obiective aferente: depozite de munitie,
de mine si torpile, cazarmi pentru echipaje si cladiri necesare
Arsenalului Tn cadrul efortului pentru dotarea flotilei.

Cum situatia apararii litoralului maritim era totusi perfectibila,
in anul 1913 au fost comandate patru distrugatoare in ltalia si
un submarin in Franta. Aceste nave nu au putut fi aduse in tara
pana la declansarea Primului Razboi Mondial.

In luna octombrie 1912 a inceput, astfel, Primul R&zboi
Balcanic, fatd de care Roméania a adoptat o atitudine de
strictd neutralitate armatd. Cum, insa, ofensiva aliatilor
ameninta Constantinopolul, unde se aflau cetateni romani si
reprezentantele diplomatice ale tarii, guvernul de la Bucuresti
a intreprins masuri de protejare a intereselor sale in capitala
Turciei. Astfel, crucisatorul ,Elisabeta” a primit misiunea de a
executa un mars la Istanbul, unde situatia devenise nesigura, ca
urmare a tensiunilor dintre musulmani si crestini, avand sarcina
de a asigura protectia conationalilor, a personalului din legatia
diplomatica si a consulatului roman.

Tn iunie 1913, a izbucnit Al Doilea R&zboi Balcanic, in timpul
caruia Marina Militara a asigurat trecerea peste Dunare a
trupelor, a executat paza pe apa a podurilor si a altor obiective,
debarcari de trupe, transporturi de materiale, inclusiv locomotive
si vagoane, transporturi de provizii si de ranij.

in tot acest timp, Marina Militara a inceput sa se afirme in
apele internationale, purtdnd cu mandrie tricolorul la catarg.
Bricul ,Mircea” si crucisatorul ,Elisabeta” au facut cunoscut
lumii, prin marsurile intreprinse, ca tara noastra devenise o
putere navala. Despre ,Mircea”, Jean Bart scria: ,Nava aceasta,
o parcela dezlipita din trupul tarei, a fost, ani de-a randul, cel mai
puternic factor de propagandé nationald in straindtate. «Mirceax
a purtat, pentru intéia oard, falnic, la varful catargului, flamura
romaneascd. El a ficut intai cunoscute lumii, pe apa, tara si
marina er’.

Tn 1888, ,Mircea” a fost surprins de o furtund deosebit de
puternica in Marea Neagra, furtuna care a scufundat peste 15
nave. Marinarii romani au luptat cu natura in mod admirabil,
iar nava a intrat in portul Constantinopol, cu toate ca avea
numeroase avarii. Bravura roméaneasca a fost apreciata de
sultanul Abdul Hamid al ll-lea, care a ordonat repararea navei
in santierele imperiale, pe cheltuiala marinei otomane. Pe data
de 20 mai, nava a terminat reparatiile si a plecat intr-un voiaj in
Mediterana. in anul 1892 a participat, impreuna cu ,Elisabeta”
si alte nave apartinand fortelor navale din intreaga lume, la
serbarile prilejuite de aniversarea a 400 ani de la descoperirea
Americii.

As the situation of coastal defense was far from perfect, four
destroyers were ordered in Italy and a submarine in France in
1913. These ships could not be brought into the country until the
outbreak of World War I.

In October 1912 the First Balkan War began and Romania
adopted an attitude of strict armed neutrality towards it. However,
as the allied offensive threatened Constantinople, where
Romanian citizens and the country’s diplomatic representations
were located, the government in Bucharest took measures to
protect its interests in the Turkish capital. Thus, Elisabeta cruiser
was given the mission to execute a march to Istanbul, where the
situation had become uncertain, as a result of tensions between
Muslims and Christians. lts task was to ensure the protection of
the countrymen, the staff of the diplomatic delegation and the
Romanian consulate.

In June 1913 the Second Balkan War broke out during which
the Navy ensured the crossing of troops over the Danube,
guarded bridges and other objectives, landings of troops,
transport of materials, including engines and wagons, transport
of supplies and casualties.

Meanwhile, the Navy began to prove itself in international
waters, proudly carrying the national flag at the mast. Mircea brig
and cruiser Elisabeta let the world know, through their marches,
that our country had become a naval power. About ,Mircea”,
Jean Bart wrote: , This ship, a parcel detached from the body of
the country, was, for years, the most powerful factor of national
propaganda abroad. ,, Mircea” had, for the first time, towering at
the top of the mast, the Romanian flag. The brig was the first to
introduce the country and its navy to the world on water.”

In 1888, ,Mircea” was caught by a particularly strong storm
which sank over 15 ships in the Black Sea. The Romanian
seamen fought with nature admirably, and the ship managed
to enter the port of Constantinople, although it had numerous
damages. The Romanian bravery was appreciated by Sultan
Abdul Hamid Il, who ordered the repair of the ship in the imperial
shipyards, at the expense of the Ottoman Navy. On May 20,
the ship was repaired and sailed to the Mediterranean. In 1892
Mircea participated in the celebrations occasioned by the 400th
anniversary of the discovery of America together with Elizabeth
and other ships belonging to naval forces around the world.

In case Romania entered the war, the front to be defended
was 1,300 km, which meant a considerable effort. In terms of
armament, Romania had only 560 mines to defend the Danube
and 100 mines to defend seaports, 41 torpedoes and 4,000 large
projectiles.

The Sea Division, which was based in Constanta, had as
main ship Elisabeta cruiser, Mircea brig and 3 torpedo boats. As
for the Danube Division, with headquarters in Galati, it consisted
of 4 monitors and 8 fast patrol boats, divided into two groups.

Right before the war, the Sea Division was disbanded,
Elisabeta cruiser was disarmed and taken to Sulina, and the
cannons to Oltenita, to defend Turtucaia. The Danube Division
was organized as Under water Defense Operations Squadron.
In addition to this combat force, there were supply ships, a naval

n situatia in care Romania ar fi intrat in razboi, frontul de
aparat era de 1.300 km, ceea ce insemna un efort considerabil.
Din punct de vedere al inarmarii, Romania dispunea de doar 560
de mine pentru apararea Dunarii si 100 de mine pentru apararea
porturilor maritime, 41 de torpile si 4.000 de proiectile mari.

Divizia de Mare, care avea sediul la Constanta, detinea ca
baz& crucisatorul ,Elisabeta”, bricul ,Mircea” si 3 torpiloare. in
ceea ce priveste Divizia de Dunére, cu comandamentul la Galatj,
aceasta avea in compunere cele 4 monitoare si 8 vedete, fiind
impartita in doua grupuri.

in ajunul razboiului, Divizia de Mare a fost desfiintata,
crucisatorul ,Elisabeta” a fost dezarmat si dus la Sulina, iar
tunurile la Oltenita, pentru apararea Turtucaiei. Divizia de
Dunare s-a organizat in Escadra de Operatiuni si Apararea sub
Apa. In afara acestei forfe combative, mai existau navele de
aprovizionare, spitalul naval, un santier naval mobil si care uneori
se instalau pe ostroave, pentru a inclina in favoarea noastra
raportul de forte. Mai erau un grup de artilerie de debarcare si
statii de lansare a torpilelor.

Anul 1916 a insemnat un lung sir de lupte purtate pe Dunare,
batalii navale in care s-au pierdut vieti si tehnica militara, si de o
parte si de cealalta. in 1917, Marina Romana a contribuit la efortul
de razboi, mai ales prin partea ei comerciald, angajandu-se
la transportul munitiilor si alimentelor pentru armata romana
care rezista pe pozitii. Contributia ei a fost deosebit de mare.

In ceea ce priveste actiunile de la mare, chiar din primele
zile ale razboiului aeroplanele si submarinele inamice si-au
facut simtitd prezenta Tnh apropierea coastelor romanesti. La
4 septembrie, intre Sulina si Constanta, a fost torpilat un vas de
transport; cateva zile mai tarziu, in larg de Tuzla, s-a desfagurat
lupta dintre 3 hidroavioane germane si un submarin contra unui
torpilor rus. Singura nava a Marinei Romane care a operat
pe Marea Neagra a fost torpilorul ,Zmeul”. Acesta a asigurat
siguranta navelor care transportau materiale spre Odessa si
spre alte porturi rusesti.

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hospital, a mobile shipyard, which were sometimes set up on the
osters to tilt the balance of forces in our favor. There was also a
landing artillery group and torpedo launching stations.

The year 1916 meant a long series of battles fought on the
Danube, naval battles in which lives and military equipment were
lost on both sides. In 1917, the Romanian Navy contributed
enormously to the war effort, especially by trade, by engaging in
the transport of munitions and food for Romanian army that was
holding its ground.

As for the actions at sea, from the very first days of the war
enemy aeroplanes and submarines made their presence felt
near the Romanian coast. On September 4, between Sulina and
Constanta, a transport ship was torpedoed; a few days later,
out at sea near Tuzla, there was a battle between 3 German
seaplanes and a submarine against a Russian torpedo boat.
The only ship of the Romanian Navy that operated in the Black
Sea was the torpedo boat ,Zmeul”. It ensured the safety of ships
carrying materials to Odessa and other Russian ports. At a
certain moment, this ship was attacked by a German submarine
that launched two torpedoes in its direction; ,Zmeul” dodged
them and opened fire, destroying its periscope and kiosk.

During the war, the Merchant Navy was requisitioned. More
important ships became carriers of troops and cargo, and were
sometimes armed with torpedo tubes. As a last resort, some of
the merchant ships were equipped with weapons and operated
in groups of civilian cargos consisting of ships, tug boats, some
of them converted into minesweepers, all on the Danube river.

An important mission was to transport, during the retreat on
the Danube to Galati and from there, to Moldova, the grain and
oil reserves, the Turnu Severin shipyard, the ports installations,
everything that could be transported in order not to fall into the
enemy’s hands.

Hospital ships also participated in the war. Since the war of
1913, the need for a well-developed sanitary service had been
clearly demonstrated. The losses we had in the Second Balkan
War were not caused by war, but by cholera and other diseases,
which was why, before entering war, a medical service was
instituted on every battleship, but also on merchant ships. Then
field hospitals were established to accompany the Romanian

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Pe timpul razboiului, Marina civila a fost rechizitionata. Nave
mai importante au devenit transportoare de trupe si marfuri, iar
uneori au fost inarmate si cu tuburi lanstorpile. In ultima instanta,
o parte dintre navele comerciale au fost dotate cu armament
si au operat Tn grupe de nave civile pentru transport, toate pe
Dunare, formate din vase fluviale, maritime, remorchere, unele
dintre ele transformate in nave dragoare sau puitoare de mine.

O misiune importantd a fost aceea a transportului, pe
timpul retragerii pe Dunare spre Galati si de acolo, in Moldova,
a rezervelor de cereale, de petrol, a santierului naval de la
Turnu Severin, a instalatiilor din porturi, a tot ceea ce se putea
transporta ca sa nu cada in mana inamicului.

La razboi au participat si nave spital. Inca de la razboiul din
1913, se demonstrase in mod clar necesitatea unui serviciu
sanitar bine pus la punct. Pierderile pe care le-am avut in cel
de-Al Doilea Razboi Balcanic nu au fost cauzate de razboi,
ci de holera si alte boli, motiv pentru care, in preajma intrarii
noastre in conflict, s-a instituit, pe fiecare nava de lupta, dar si pe
navele comerciale, serviciul sanitar. Apoi, s-au infiintat spitale de
campanie care au insotit marina romana. Navele spital au fost
organizate pe 3 secfiii: medicala, chirurgie si contagioasa.

Spitalul militar al Marinei a fost compus din vasul spital
JPrincipele Carol” si slepul sanitar Nr. 10. Pe navele spitalului
militar s-au efectuat evacuarile din Calarasi, Braila si Galati.
Spitalul a insotit, din decembrie 1916, flota de operatiuni la Ismail
si Chilia. In intreaga perioada a razboiului, pe navele sanitare au
fost spitalizati 5.500 de raniti si bolnavi cu 50.000 de tratamente.

Infiptuirea Romaniei Mari, in anul 1918, revenirea la tara-
mama a unor vaste teritorii, a determinat o crestere a potentialului
economic, creandu-se premise favorabile pentru consolidarea
statului si intarirea potentialului de aparare.

Tn acest context, au luat nastere numeroase initiative de
dezvoltare a structurilor sistemului defensiv, inclusiv a Marinei
Militare. Astfel, in anul 1924, a fost adoptat un plan naval care
prevedea intrarea in compunerea flotei a 3 crucisatoare usoare,
16 distrugatoare, 18 submarine, 12 nave antisubmarin, o nava
puitor de mine, un portavion, o nava-scoala, vedete fluviale si
aviatie maritima. Acest document a stat la baza intocmirii, in anul
1929, a Programului Naval al Romaniei, care a fost conceput,
ulterior, in doua variante in functie de fondurile alocate, ceea ce
exprima ideea ca pe litoral nu puteau actiona numai mijloacele
fixe de uscat (baterii de artilerie, infanterie marina) si mijloacele
fixe pe apa (baraje de mine, estacade), acest sistem numindu-se
sistem cordon, ci si forte mobile care sa se poata deplasa si
actiona rapid pe tot cuprinsul Marii Negre. Programul naval din
1929 prevedea la mare: 2 crucisatoare usoare, 2 divizioane
cu cate 4 distrugatoare, 12 submarine, vedete torpiloare si
antisubmarin, 2 puitoare de mine si aviatie de sprijin. In ceea ce
priveste apararea fixa, se preconiza instalarea unor baterii de
coasta de 280 mm, de 210 mm, 152 mm, 75 mm si a unor baraje
de mine; la Dunare: inca 7 vedete fluviale, 200 de mine de baraj
si 500 mine derivate.

navy. The hospital ships were organized in 3 departments:
medical, surgical and contagious.

The Navy Military Hospital was made up of the hospital ship
sPrince Carol” and No. 10 sanitary barge. Evacuations from
Calarasi, Braila and Galati were carried out on the ships of the
military hospital. The hospital accompanied, from December
1916, the fleet of operations to Ismail and Chilia. During the
entire period of the war, 5,500 wounded and sick people were
hospitalized on medical ships.

The achievement of Greater Romania in 1918, the return to
the mother country of vast territories, determined an increase in
economic potential, creating favorable premises for consolidating
the state and strengthening the defense potential.

In this context, there were numerous initiatives that aimed
to develop the structures of the defensive system, including the
Navy. Thus, in 1924, a naval plan was adopted, which specified
the entry into the fleet of 3 light cruisers, 16 destroyers, 18
submarines, 12 anti-submarine ships, a minelayer, an aircraft
carrier, a school ship, river boats and maritime aviation. This
document was the basis for the Romanian Naval Program
in 1929, which was subsequently conceived in two versions
depending on the allocated funds, which reinforced the idea that
not only fixed land assets (artillery batteries, marine infantry) and
fixed assets on water (mine dams) could operate on the coast
but also mobile forces that could move and act quickly anywhere
in the Black Sea. The naval program of 1929 included: 2 light
cruisers, 2 battalions with 4 destroyers each, 12 submarines,
torpedo boats and anti-submarine boats, 2 minesweepers and
support aviation at sea. As regards to fixed defence, it was
planned to install 280 mm, 210 mm, 152 mm, 75 mm coastal
batteries and mine barrages; on the Danube: 7 more river stars,
200 dam mines and 500 derived mines.

In 1939, another naval program was established, according to
which the war fleet was supposed to have 180 ships. The start of
World War Il prevented decision-makers from fully implementing
this plan.

In the context of the country’s defensive doctrine, the Navy’s
mission was to defend its own coastline and communications,
and also to take offensive actions on the enemy’s maritime
communication routes. According to the Armed Forces
Organization Law in 1932, the Navy included: the General
Inspectorate of the Navy, the Navy Command, the Sea and
Danube Divisions, as well as the troops subordinated.

Until 1936, the leadership of the Military and Merchant Navy
had belonged to distinct ministries, such as the National Defense
and Communications Ministry, and the ports were headed by a
directorate within the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. On November
13, 1936, the Ministry of Air and Navy, was established by
Decree-Law 2620 which was responsible for military and civilian
air and naval forces, airports, sea and river ports. Meanwhile, the
Sea Division Command became the Maritime Fleet Command,
and the Naval Maritime Base was called the Maritime Crew and
Material Depots, and the River Naval Base, the River Crew and
Materiel Depots.

In anul 1939, s-a stabilit incd un program naval, in
conformitate cu care flota de razboi ar fi trebuit sa detina 180 de
nave. Inceperea celui de-Al Doilea Razboi Mondial nu a permis
factorilor de decizie sa puna in aplicare, in totalitate, acest plan.

in contextul doctrinei defensive a tarii, Marina avea ca
misiune apararea litoralului si comunicatiilor proprii si, de
asemenea, actiunile ofensive pe caile de comunicatii maritime
ale inamicului.

Potrivit Legii pentru organizarea armatei, din 1932, Marina
cuprindea: Inspectoratul General al Marinei, Comandamentul
Marinei, Divizile de Mare si Dunare, precum si trupele
subordonate acestor comandamente.

Deoarece, pana in 1936, conducerile Marinei Militare si
comerciale apartinusera unor ministere distincte, ca cel al
Apararii Nationale si al Comunicatjilor, iar porturile erau conduse
de o directie din cadrul Ministerului de Externe, a luat fiinta,
prin Decretul-lege nr. 2620 din 13 noiembrie 1936, Ministerul
Aerului si Marinei, care avea in subordine fortele aeriene si
navale militare si civile, aeroporturile, porturile maritime si
fluviale. Tot atunci, Comandamentul Diviziei de Mare a devenit
Comandamentul Flotei Maritime, Baza Navala Maritima a fost
denumita Depozitele Maritime de Echipaje si Materiale, iar Baza
Navala Fluviala, Depozitele Fluviale de Echipaje si Materiale.

Perioada interbelica a insemnat, pentru foriele navale
maritime, ani de dot&ri importante. In anul 1920 au intrat in
compunere distrugatoarele ,Marasti” si ,Marasesti”, construite
in Italia, iar din Fran{a au fost aduse 4 canoniere maritime. n
anii 1930-1931, Divizia de Mare si-a sporit forta prin intrarea in
serviciu a distrugatoarelor ,Regele Ferdinand” si ,Regina Maria”,
si a unei moderne nave-baza, care a fost botezata ,Constanta”.
Primul submarin romanesc, ,Delfinul”, a primit pavilionul pe data
de 9 mai 1936, in portul Fiume din ltalia, iar pe 14 mai 1939 a
fostlansat, la Galati, puitorul de mine ,Amiral Murgescu”.

In aceeasi perioada a inceput constructia unor submarine
ale caror subansamble proveneau din Germania. Acestea
au fost lansate tot la Galati si au purtat numele de ,Rechinul”
si ,Marsuinul”, iar in anul 1940 au sosit, din Marea Britanie,
mai multe vedete torpiloare. Tn afard de dotarile cu nave,
fortele maritime au mai fost inzestrate cu artilerie de coasta si
hidroaviatie.

In ceea ce priveste Divizia de Dunére, au intrat in compunere
monitoarele ,Ardeal”, ,Bucovina” si ,Basarabia”, provenite de la
fosta flota austro-ungara.

La 10 septembrie 1940, Ministerul Aerului si Marinei a fost
desfiintat in urma aparitiei Directivelor pentru indrumarea gi
coordonarea activitatii Ministerului Apararii Nationale si s-au
organizat doua subsecretariate de stat: al Aerului si al Marinei,
acestea fiind subordonate Ministerului Apararii Nationale.

Fortele operative, in urma unor actiuni de restructurare,
cuprindeau: Comandamentul Marinei Militare; Comandamentul
Diviziei de Mare; Comandamentul Diviziei de Dunare,
Detasamentul Maritim Sulina si Sectorul Dunarea de Sus.

La data de 26 iunie 1941, navele sovietice ,Harkov” si
,Moskva”, sprijinite de aviatie, au atacat portul Constanta. Atacul
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Telemetru de la bateria Tataia, calibru 152,4 mm, Armstrong.
Rangefinder from Tataia battery, caliber 152.4 mm, Armstrong

The interwar period meant, for the naval forces, years of
important acquisitions. In 1920 the destroyers Marasti and
Marasesti, built in Italy, were formed, and from France were
brought 4 maritime gunboats. Between 1930-1931, the Sea
Division increased its capability by the service entry of the ,King
Ferdinand” and ,Queen Maria” destroyers, and a modern base-
ship, which was named ,Constanta”. The first Romanian Delfinul
submarine, received the flag on May 9, 1936, in the port of Fiume
in Italy, and on May 14, 1939, Admiral Murgescu” minesweeper
was launched in Galati.

In the same period, the construction of submarines with
Germany subassemblies began. They were also launched in
Galati and were named Rechinul and Marsuinul, and in 1940
several torpedo boats arrived from Great Britain. In addition
to ships, the maritime forces were also equipped with coastal
artillery and hydroaviation.

As for the Danube Division, the monitors ,Ardeal”, ,Bucovina”
and ,Barsarabia” originating from the former Austro-Hungarian
Fleet became part of it.

On September 10, 1940, the Ministry of Air and Navy was
abolished following the publication of the Directives for the
guidance and coordination of the activity of the Ministry of National
Defense and two state sub-secretariats were organized: of the
Air and of the Navy, these being subordinated to the Ministry of
National Defense.

Following some restructuring actions, the operative forces
included: the Navy Command; Command of the Sea; The
Danube Division, Sulina Maritime Detachment, and the Upper
Danube Sector.

On June 26, 1941, the Soviet ships “Harkov” and “Moskva”,
supported by aviation, attacked the port of Constanta. The attack
was repelled by Romanian destroyers and coastal artillery, and
the Cruiser “Moskva” sank, hitting a mine.

During this period, our ships sank numerous Soviet
submarines, and the “Dolphin” sent a transport ship to the depths.

On the Danube, the Naval Forces prohibited the penetration
of enemy monitors towards the Romanian cities and ports,
destroyed its ships and rejected a landing in Chilia -Valcov
sector. At the same time, river mining was carried out in different
districts.

In 1941, the Romanian naval units were operatively
subordinated to Admiral Schwarzes Meer German naval
command. Between 1941 and 1944, there were carried out
transport and escort, anti-submarine warfare and coastal
surveillance missions. The transports were organized to supply
the front with war materials, along the Romanian coast, towards
the Bosphorus, then towards Odessa or the Crimean coast. A
mine barrage was laid in front of Odessa.

April of 1943 meant the launch of the Soviet offensive in
Crimea, the liberation of Sevastopol and the withdrawal of the
Romanian and German armies. On this occasion, the issue
of evacuating the Russian peninsula was raised. Although the
German staff opposed this idea, the Romanian Naval Forces,

a fost respins de catre distrugatoarele romanesti si artileria de
coastd, iar Cruciséatorul ,Moskva” s-a scufundat, lovindu-se de
0 Mina.

Tn aceasta perioada, navele noastre au scufundat numeroase
submarine sovietice, iar ,Delfinul” a trimis Tn adancuri o nava de
transport.

Pe Dunare, fortele navale au interzis patrunderea
monitoarelor inamice spre orasele si porturile romanesti, au
distrus nave ale acestuia si au respins o debarcare in sectorul
Chilia-Valcov. Concomitent, s-a executat minarea fluviului in
diferite raioane.

In anul 1941, unitatile navale roméanesti au fost subordonate
operativ comandamentului naval german Admiral Schwarzes
Meer. intre 1941 si 1944, au fost executate misiuni de transport
si escorta, de lupta antisubmarin si de supraveghere a litoralului
propriu. Transporturile s-au organizat pentru aprovizionarea
frontului cu materiale de razboi, de-a lungul coastei romanesti,
spre Bosfor, apoi spre Odessa sau litoralul Crimeei. In fata
Odessei a fost instalat un baraj de mine.

Luna aprilie a anului 1943 a insemnat declansarea ofensivei
sovietice in Crimeea, eliberarea Sevastopolului si retragerea
armatelor roméne si germane. Cu aceasta ocazie, s-a pus
problema evacuarii peninsulei rusesti. Cu toate ca stafful german
se opunea acestei idei, fortele navale romanesti, din ordinul
ascuns al maresalului lon Antonescu, au inceput actiunea de
retragere a efectivelor si tehnicii de razboi.

Dupa un an, in aprilie 1944, cererea comandamentului
roman de plecare a fost aprobata de Hitler. A fost planificata
o actiune de evacuare, denumita Operatia 60.000, care a fost
executata in doua etape: prima, intre 14-24 aprilie, iar a doua,
in intervalul 9-13 mai. La aceasta misiune au participat nave
militare si civile romanesti, acestea fiind atacate de numeroase
ori de nave de suprafata, submarine si aviatia sovietica. Aceasta
operatie, prin intinderea spatiului de desfasurare si dimensiunile
relativ reduse ale fortelor participante, se inscrie in cartea istoriei
navale universale alaturi de operatia Dynamo organizata pentru
retragerea trupelor britanice de la Dunkirk.

Incd din noaptea de 23 august 1944, unitdtile si
comandamentele romane din Dobrogea s-au alarmat, pregatirile
lor pentru luptd devansandu-le pe cele ale comandamentelor
germane. Din primele momente, Comandamentul Fortelor
Navale Maritime s-a desprins de cel german, instalandu-se n alt
punct de comanda. Tn dupa-amiaza zilei de 25 august, navele
germane bazate la Constanta au iesit pe mare in directia Varna-
Burgas, desi conditiile meteo erau cu totul neprielnice, fapt ce a
dus la naufragierea mai multor nave.

La 29 august, ca urmare a actiunii energice a trupelor
romane, fortele germane au fost eliminate complet din spatiul
dintre Dunare si Marea Neagra.

De la 23 august pana la sfarsitul lunii, Dunarea a fost
complet degajata de fortele hitleriste, a fost dezarmata si a fost
preluata marea majoritate a parcului german de nave militare si
de transport, au fost salvate porturile de distrugeri si s-a asigurat

Nava $coala ,Mircea”.

with Marshal lon Antonescu’s hidden order, began withdrawing
the troops and war equipment.

After a year, in April 1944, the Romanian command’s request
to leave was approved by Hitler. An evacuation action, called
Operation 60.000, was planned and executed in two stages:
the first one, between April 14-24, and the second one, between
May 9-13. Romanian military and civilian ships participated
in this mission, being attacked numerous times by surface
ships, submarines and Soviet aviation. Due to the extent of the
deployment space and the relatively small size of the participating
forces, this operation enters the book of universal naval history
alongside the Dynamo operation organized for the withdrawal of
the British troops from Dunkirk.

Since the night of August 23, 1944, the Romanian units and
commands in Dobrogea were alarmed, their preparations for the
battle outrunning those of the German commands. From the first
moments, the Command of the Maritime Naval Forces separated
from the German command, settling in another command point.
In the afternoon of August 25, the German ships which were in
Constanta headed out to sea in the direction of Varna-Burgas,
although the weather conditions were utterly unfavorable, which
led to the shipwreck of several ships.

On August 29, as a result of the energetic action of the
Romanian troops, the German forces were completely eliminated
from the space between the Danube and the Black Sea.

From August 23 until the end of the month, the Danube was
completely cleared of Hitler’s forces, it was disarmed and the
great majority of the German fleet of military and transport ships
was taken over, the ports were saved from destruction and the
navigation corridor for war traffic was secured on some parts of
the river.

After only 41 hours from the outbreak of hostilities, most of the
Danube Delta was liberated, which allowed the Soviet forces to
advance unhindered.

The most critical battles on the Danube took place in Harsova,
Cernavoda, Calarasi, Oltenita, Zimnicea, Turnu Magurele,
Corbia, Turnu Severin and Orsova. Difficulties related to relations
with the Soviet Danube fleet intervened in fulfilling the missions.
Although the Soviet government took note of the turning of arms
against Germany, some Soviet command echelons ignored
this and continued to treat the Romanian ships as enemy units.
On August 24, following an intense bombardment, “Mihail
Kogalniceanu” and “Lascar Catargiu” monitors were sunk, and “I.
C. Bratianu” monitor was seriously damaged.

Until September 12, when the Armistice Agreement was
signed with the United Nations, there were numerous moments
of tension with the Soviet fleet. Thus, on September 5, 1944, in
the ports of Constanta and Ismail, Romanian ships were arrested
and requisitioned by the Soviets.

After the conflagration, the evolution of the Military Maritime
Forces of the Romanian People’s Republic is circumscribed by
the difficult conditions in which the Romanian state evolved during
that period, between the signing of the Paris Peace Treaty (1947)
and the withdrawal of Soviet troops from the country (1958).

Dupa numai 41 ore de la declansarea ostilitatilor, cea mai mare
parte a Deltei Dunérii era eliberata, ceea ce a creat posibilitatea
fortelor sovietice de a inainta nestingherite.

Cele mai importante lupte de pe Dunare au avut loc la Hargova,
Cernavoda, Calarasi, Oltenita, Zimnicea, Turnu Magurele, Corabia,
Turnu Severin si Orsova. In indeplinirea misiunilor au intervenit,
insa dificultati legate de raporturile cu flota sovietica de Dunare.
Cu toate ca guvernul sovietic a luat nota de intoarcerea armelor
impotriva Germaniei, unele esaloane de comandament sovietice au
ignorat acest lucru si au continuat sa trateze navele roménesti ca
unitati inamice. La 24 august, in urma unui intens bombardament,
monitoarele ,Mihail Kogalniceanu” si ,Lascar Catargiu” au fost
scufundate, iar monitorul ,|. C. Bratianu” a fost grav avariat.

Pana la 12 septembrie, cand s-a semnat Conventia de
armistitiu cu Natiunile Unite, s-au inregistrat numeroase momente
de tensiune cu flota sovietica. Astfel, pe 5 septembrie 1944, in
porturile Constanta si Ismail, navele romanesti au fost arestate si
rechizifionate de catre sovietici.

Dupa conflagratie, evolutia Fortelor Maritime Militare ale
Republicii Populare Roméne se circumscrie conditiilor dificile
in care a evoluat statul roman in acea perioada, intre semnarea
Tratatului de Pace de la Paris (1947) si retragerea trupelor sovietice
din tara (1958).

Proclamarea Republicii Populare Romane, la 30 decembrie
1947, a adus modificari organizatorice la nivelul conducerii
Marinei Militare. Astfel, in baza Ordinului M.Ap.N. nr. 510919 din
5 ianuarie 1948, comunicat prin Ordinul de Zi nr. 86 din 8 ianuarie
1948 al comandantului Marinei, denumirea de ,Marina Regala”
si ,Comandamentul Marinei Regale” au fost inlocuite cu ,Marina
Militara”, respectiv ,Comandamentul Marinei Militare”.

Preocupata de dotarea Marinei cu nave noi, conducerea Fortelor
Maritime Militare, reprezentata de comandorul Eugeniu Savulescu,
a reusit, la 25 iunie 1948, sa completeze parcul navelor de mare
cu navele ,Libertatea” si ,Rasaritul’. Mijloacele de observare
si legatura au fost, de asemenea, imbunatatite prin infiintarea
unui Post de observare la Sfantu Gheorghe si doua posturi de
semnalizare optica la Constanta. Pentru o mai buna instructie,
conducere si executie in reteaua de informare si observare de pe
litoral, la 17 septembrie 1948 Comandamentul Marinei Militare a
infiintat Batalionul Observare Marina cu sediul la Constanta.

Tncepénd din anul 1949, Marina Militara a fost inzestrata cu nave
noi de luptd, construite fie in santierele navale roméanesti, fie din
alte state. S-a incercat, astfel, asigurarea unei dotari satisfacatoare
a Marinei Militare Tn conditiile trecerii sale din starea de razboi in
starea de pace, dar si a mentinerii tensiunilor militare si politice
intre blocul statelor democratice si blocul statelor cu democratie
populara.

Perioada imediat urmatoare Revolutiei din Decembrie 1989
a adus schimbari in organizarea Comandamentului Marinei
Militare, impuse de transformérile politice si democratizarea
societétii romanesti. Ele au inclus infiintarea unor structuri, precum
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On December 30, 1947, the proclamation of the Romanian
People’s Republic, brought organizational changes at the
leadership level of the Navy. Thus, based on the Ministry
of National Defence Order no. 510919 (January 5, 1948),
communicated by the Commander of the Navy Daily Order
no. 86 (January 8, 1948), the names “Royal Navy” and “Royal
Navy Command” were replaced by “Navy” and “Command of
the Military Navy”.

Preoccupied with equipping the Navy with new ships, the
leadership of the Military Maritime Forces, represented by
Commander Eugeniu Savulescu, managed to complete the
naval fleet with “Libertatea” and “Rasaritul” ships on June 25,
1948. The means of observation and communication were
also improved by establishing an Observation Post at Sfantul
Gheorghe and two optical signaling posts at Constanta. For
better instruction, management and execution in the coastal
information and observation network, on September 17, 1948,
the Navy Command established the Marine Observation
Battalion based in Constanta.

Starting from 1949, the Navy was equipped with new
battleships, built either in Romanian shipyards or from other
countries. Thus, an attempt was made to ensure a good
endowment of the Navy in its transition from a state of war
to a state of peace, but also to maintain military and political
tensions between the bloc of democratic states and the bloc of
states with popular democracy.

The period immediately following the Revolution of
December 1989 brought changes in the organization of the
Navy Command, imposed by political transformations and
the democratization of the Romanian society. They included
the establishment of some structures, such as: the Naval
Fleet Command and the Naval Operational Component. The
Danube Flotilla Command was established at the river, which
later had different names.

The geographical position of Romania, a continental
European state, bordering the Black Sea and a fluvial artery of
European importance - the Danube - a state with direct access
to the center of Europe, has given our country throughout
history both the opportunity to manifest its political and military
potential, as well as the right and obligation to have, within the
national defense system, a respectable and performing naval
component from a military point of view.

At the end of 1990, the missile-carrier Zborul (NPR 188),
project 1241-RE, entered the service of the Navy, followed
in 1991 by the missile-carrier Pescarusul (NPR 189) and
Lastunul (NPR 190), purchased from USSR. In November
1993, the Navy Command was reorganized into the General
Staff of the Naval Forces.

Romania was the first country to sign the framework
document of the “Partnership for Peace” at the beginning of
1994, and its Naval Forces were the first military structure to
engage in an extensive process of change, adaptation and
participation in tactical exercises. The first military ship that
participated in a tactical exercise outside the Black Sea basin,

Romania a fost prima {ara care a semnat documentul cadru al
LParteneriatului pentru Pace”, la inceputul anului 1994, iar Fortele
sale Navale au fost prima structura militara care s-a angrenat
intr-un amplu proces de schimbare, adaptare si participari la
aplicatii tactice. Prima nava militara care a participat la un exercitiu
tactic desfasurat in afara bazinului Marii Negre, langa Pireu a fost
corveta ,Amiral Petre Barbuneanu” (260) in iulie 1994.

Concomitent cu reorganizarea structurilor operative, Fortele
Navale Romane au participat activ, inca din anul 1995, la activitai
specifice comune cu fortele NATO. Astfel, au fost derulate misiuni
n cadrul exercitiilor multinationale COOPERATIVE PARTENER,
COOPERATIVE MERMAID — CLASSICA, COOPERATIVE -
SUPORT, REASCUE EAGLE, RESCUER MEDCEUR, BLACK
SEA PARTNERSHIP, COOPERATIVE BEST EFFORT,
COOPERATIVE KEY, CHARPATHIAN EXPRESS, JOINT
EFFORTS BLUE DANUBE si multe altele

Prima nava militara care a participat la exercitii in comun cu
navele NATO a fost distrugatorul ,Marasesti”. in 1998, nava a
participat in Atlantic, in Golful Biscaya, la aplicatia multinationala
NATO STRONG RESOLVE °'98, cea mai mare aplicatie
organizata de NATO in acel an, avand in premiera un elicopter
ambarcat la bord (IAR-316 B Alouette).

fn anul 2001, a fost activata gruparea BLACKSEAFOR, in
Marea Neagra, pentru exerciii navale comune cu fortele navale
NATO si partenere. Aceste misiuni au constituit oportunitafi si
argumente credibile ale unor noi forme de colaborare in plan
politic si militar cu tarile membre ale Organizatiei Atlanticului de
Nord, a carei membra cu drepturi depline a devenit si Romania,
la 29 martie 2004.

Tn anul 2001, Nava-Scoali ~,Constanta” a participat la
proiectul cultural European ,ODISEEA 20017, iar la institutiile
militare de invatamant de marina - Scoala Militara de Maistri
Militari de marina ,,Amiral lon Murgescu” si Academia Navala
.Mircea cel Batran” au fost admise primele fete pentru a se
pregati pentru cariera de maistru militar si respectiv, ofiter de
marina.

Since 1995, simultaneously with the reorganization of the
operational structures, the Romanian Naval Forces actively
participated in specific joint activities with NATO forces. Thus,
missions were carried out within the multinational exercises
COOPERATIVE PARTNER, COOPERATIVE MERMAID -
CLASSICA, COOPERATIVE — SUPPORT, RESCUE EAGLE,
RESCUER MEDCEUR, BLACK SEA PARTNERSHIP,
COOPERATIVE BEST EFFORT, COOPERATIVE KEY,
CHARPATHIAN EXPRESS, JOINT EFFORTS BLUE DANUBE
and many others.

The first military ship that participated in joint exercises
with NATO ships was “Marasesti” destroyer. In 1998, the ship
participated in the multinational operation NATO STRONG
RESOLVE ‘98 (in the Bay of Biscay, Atlantic Ocean), the largest
exercise organized by NATO that year, having for the first time a
helicopter embarked on board (IAR 316 B Alouette).

In 2001, in the Black Sea, the BLACKSEAFOR group was
activated for joint naval exercises with NATO and partner naval
forces. These missions constituted opportunities and credible
arguments for new forms of political and military collaboration
with the North Atlantic Organization member countries, of which
Romania also became a full member on March 29, 2004.

In 2001, “Constanta” Training Ship participated in the
European cultural project “ODISEEA 2001”, and in the military
naval educational institutions “Admiral lon Murgescu” Navy Petty
Officers School and “Mircea cel Batran” Naval Academy the first
girls were admitted to prepare for the career of petty officer and
officer.

“Slt. Alexandru Axente” mine sweeper (DM 30) was the first
Romanian ship evaluated by NATO for specific missions within
the NATO/PfP COOPERATIVE PARTNER 2003 exercise, hosted
by Ukraine. At the end it received the NATO certificate.

As part of the actions carried out to ensure interoperability
and technical and operational compatibility with NATO member
countries, in December 2002, the Government of Romania
approved the acquisition of two type 22 frigates, made
redundant by the British Royal Navy, and the development of
stage | of regeneration and their modernization. The first ship,
“Regele Ferdinand”, formerly “Coventry”, entered the service
of the Romanian Naval Forces on September 9, 2004, and on
December 10, 2004 it docked for the first time in the Port of
Constanta. Between 2003 and 2004, the 203 crew members
were trained both in the country and in Great Britain, bringing
with them specialized knowledge and a new training system in
the Naval Forces.

At the end of 2004, the Naval Forces were the first category
of fully professionalized forces.

The year 2005 marked the entry into service of the Romanian
Naval Forces of the T22 “Regina Maria” frigate, formerly “London”,
which docked in the Port of Constanta on July 25, 2005. In the
same year, there was registered the first participation of the Naval
Forces with “Regele Ferdinand” frigate in the NATO Operation
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Dragorul maritim ,Slt. Alexandru Axente” (DM 30) a fost prima
nava romaneasca evaluata de NATO pentru misiuni specifice, in
cadrul exercitiului NATO/PfP COOPERATIVE PARTNER 2003,
gazduit de Ucraina, primind la final certificatul NATO.

Incadrulactiunilorderulate pentru asigurareainteroperabilittji
si compatibilitatii tehnice si operationale cu tarile membre NATO,
in decembrie 2002, Guvernul Romaniei a aprobat achizitia
de catre Ministerul Apararii Nationale a doua fregate tip 22,
disponibilizate de marina regala britanica si a derularii etapei |
de regenerare si modernizare a acestora. Prima nava, ,Regele
Ferdinand”, fosta ,Coventry”, a intrat in serviciul Fortelor Navale
Romane la 9 septembrie 2004, iar pe 10 decembrie 2004 a
acostat pentru prima data in Portul Militar Constanta. Cei 203
membri ai echipajului s-au instruit, in perioada 2003-2004, in
tara si in Marea Britanie, aducand cu ei in Fortele Navale, alaturi
de cunostinte de specialitate si un nou sistem de pregatire.

La sfarsitul anului 2004, Fortele Navale au fost prima
categorie de forie complet profesionalizata.

Anul 2005 a insemnat intrarea in serviciul Fortelor Navale
Romane a fregatei T22 ,Regina Maria”, fosta ,London”, care a
acostat in Portul Militar Constanta la 25 iulie 2005; in acelasi an a
fost consemnata prima participare a Fortelor Navale prin fregata
.Regele Ferdinand” la Operatia NATO ACTIVE ENDEAVOUR in
Marea Mediterana si acesta a fost inceputul executarii misiunilor
in afara Marii Negre.

Au urmat apoi pentru cele doua fregate T22, anii de pionierat
ai instruirii, evaluarii si certificarii de catre NATO, participari
anuale la operatia ACTIVE ENDEAVOUR (2005-2013) pentru
monitorizarea traficului maritim din Marea Mediterana, prima
realimentare pe mare (2005), testarea si intrarea in serviciu a
elicopterului Puma Naval (2006), participarealaoperatia UNIFIED
PROTECTOR (2011), de sprijin in impunerea embargoului in
Libia, prima misiune reala de lupta executata de catre militarii din
Fortele Navale dupa cel de-Al Doilea Razboi Mondial, Operatia

Canalul Suez (2012), trecerea Ecuatorului (2012), capturarea
suspectilor de piraterie, misiuni MEDEVAC, stagiile de instruire
de la centrul NATO, NMITOC Souda, perioadele lungi petrecute
departe de cei dragi, toate au fost misiuni executate in premiera
de fregatele T22 ale Fortelor Navale Roméane.

Tn decembrie 2005, opt ofiteri de marin& au inceput la Scoala
de Aplicatie pentru Fortele Aeriene ,Aurel Vlaicu” de la Bobocu,
primul curs de formare a pilotilor militari de elicopter proveniti
din ofiteri de marina, fiind brevetati in anul 2007. in anul 20086,
a avut loc certificarea unei grupe de scafandri EOD in cadrul
exercitiului STEADFAST JAGUAR 06, din Insulele Capului
Verde, iar viceamiralul dr. Gheorghe Marin a fost numit in functia
de sef al Statului Major General, devenind primul ofiter de marina
investit Tn cea mai inaltd demnitate militara a Armatei Romaniei.
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Elicopterul Puma Naval survoland litoralul Constantei.
Puma Naval Helicopter flying over the coast of Constanta

ACTIVE ENDEAVOR in the Mediterranean Sea. This was also
the beginning of carrying out missions outside the Black Sea.

Then, for the two T22 frigates followed the pioneering years
of training, evaluation and certification by NATO, the annual
participation in the operation ACTIVE ENDEAVOR (2005-2013)
for monitoring maritime traffic in the Mediterranean Sea, the first
refueling at sea (2005), the testing and the entry into service of
the Puma Naval helicopter (2006), participation in the UNIFIED
PROTECTOR operation (2011), supporting the embargo in
Libya, the first real combat mission carried out by the Naval
Forces after the Second World War, the EU ATALANTA operation
(2012) for the fight against naval piracy in the Gulf of Aden and
the Indian Ocean - the first mission carried out by a Romanian
military ship in the southern hemisphere, the participation in the
SEA GUARDIAN operation and the missions carried out within
the permanent groupings of NATO (2017-2019), crossing the
Suez Canal (2012), crossing the Equator (2012), capturing piracy
suspects, MEDEVAC missions, the training courses at the NATO
center, NMITOC Souda, the long periods spent away from the
loved ones, all these were missions carried out for the first time
by the T22 frigates of the Romanian Naval Forces.

In December 2005, eight naval officers started the first
training course for military helicopter pilots at “Aurel Vlaicu” Air
Force Training School in Bobocu, being certified in 2007. In 2006,
the certification of a group of EOD divers took place as part of the
STEADFAST JAGUAR 06 exercise, from the Cape Verde Islands,
and vice-admiral Gheorghe Marin, PhD, was appointed to the
position of Chief of the General Staff, becoming the first naval
officer invested with the highest military dignity of the Romanian
Army. In January 2007, at the headquarters of S.C. IAR Ghimbav
Brasov there was held the official presentation of the first flight
of the IAR PUMA Naval helicopter, with production number 140.
After completing the flight tests, the helicopter was delivered to
the General Staff of the Naval Forces. In the same year, “Regele
Ferdinand” frigate participated in ACTIVE ENDEAVOR operation,
in a training course with the SNMG-2 naval group and it was
assessed level | of NATO interoperability, within the NOBLE
MIDAS 07 exercise. The ship was to be certified level Il of NATO
interoperability, within the NOBLE MIDAS exercise, in 2008.

Between 2008 and 2009, the Romanian Naval Forces
participated with the Marine Battalion in missions in the theater
of operations in Kosovo, and in 2018 a company of the 307th
Marine Battalion was deployed in Afghanistan, in the RESOLUTE
SUPPORT operation, within the “St. Andrew” Force Protection
300 Battalion from Galatj.

The accession to the Euro-Atlantic structures determined
the acceleration of the transformation process, and the entry of
Romania and Bulgaria, on January 1, 2007, into the European
Union brought new perspectives in the region geopolitics, also
highlighted in the final document of the NATO summit from April
2-4, 2008 (Bucharest) and then, after the events of 2008 and
especially of 2014, in the final documents of the NATO summits.

On February 3, 2009, the International Court of Justice
in the Hague communicated the decision in the trial regarding
the maritime delimitation between Romania and Ukraine; naval

pregatire cu gruparea navala SNMG-2 si a fost evaluata nivel |
de interoperabilitate NATO, in cadrul exercitiului NOBLE MIDAS
07; nava avea sa fie afirmata nivel Il de interoperabilitate NATO,
n cadrul exercitiului NOBLE MIDAS din 2008.

Tn perioada 2008-2009, Fortele Navale Roméne au participat
prin Batalionul de Infanterie Marina la misiuni in teatrul de
operatii din Kosovo, iar in anul 2018 o companie din Regimentul
307 Infanterie Marina a fost dislocata in Afganistan, la operatia
RESOLUTE SUPPORT, in cadrul Batalionului 300 Protectia
Fortei ,Sfantul Andrei” din Galatj.

Accederea in structurile euroatlantice a determinat accele-
rarea procesului de transformare, iar intrarea Romaniei si
Bulgariei, la data de 1 ianuarie 2007, in Uniunea Europeana a
adus noi perspective in geopolitica din regiune subliniate si in
documentul final al Summitului NATO din 2-4 aprilie 2008 de la
Bucuresti si apoi, dupa evenimentele din 2008 si mai ales din
2014, in documentele finale ale summituri-lor NATO.

La 3 februarie 2009, Curtea Internationala de Justitie de la
Haga a comunicat decizia in cadrul procesului privind delimitarea
maritima dintre Romania si Ucraina; in pregatirea documentelor
pentru solutionarea, pe cale juridicd a diferendului roméano-
ucrainean au fost implicati si ofiteri de marina.

In anul 2009, Nava-Scoald si de Transport ,Albatros” a
executat misiuni de transport speciale, aducand tehnica si
echipamente ale militarilor romani, din Irak, iar Nava-Scoala
.Mircea” a executat a treia traversada a Atlanticului, pe timpul
marsului de instructie din perioada 12 aprilie - 25 august. in
acelasi an, o grupare navala din Japonia, formata din navele
scoala ,Kashima” (TV 3508), JS ,Shimayuki” (TV 3513) si
distrugatorul JS ,Yuugiri” (DD 153), a facut escala in Portul
Constanta.

La inceputul anului 2012, militari, nave si mijloace tehnice din
Fortele Navale au actionat pentru salvarea persoanelor aflate in
pericol si deblocarea drumurilor in zone afectate de viscol si de
caderile masive de zapada din judeful Tulcea, la degajarea de
gheata a caii navigabile de pe canalul Sulina si la spargerea
podurilor de gheta intre Sulina si Galati, in amonte de Tulcea,
intre milele 40 si 47 pana la Isaccea. De asemenea, fregata ,Yan
Tai”, a Fortelor Navale Chineze, a efectuat o escala in portul
Constanta. A fost prima nava militara a Republicii Populare
Chineze care a vizitat Romania.

Nava-Scoala ,Mircea” a efectuat, in anul 2013, marsul anual
de instruire practica cu escale in porturile Tuzla din Turcia si
Salonic din Grecia. De asemenea, nava a stationat la ancora in
Golful Manastirii Vatoped de pe Muntele Athos. Escala Navei-
Scoala ,Mircea” la Muntele Athos a reprezentat un arc de timp:
90 de ani de la prima escala si 80 de ani de la ultima escala a

internationale (Operatia UE ATALANTA).
Civilian journalists on board Romanian Navy ships
in international missions (EU Operation ATALANTA). L 5
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officers were also involved in the preparation of documents for
the legal resolution of the Romanian-Ukrainian dispute.

In 2009, Training and Cargo Ship “Albatros” performed
special transport missions, bringing technology and equipment
of the Romanian military, from Iraq, and “Mircea” Training Ship
executed the third Atlantic crossing during the 12th period
training voyage April - August 25. In the same year, a naval group
from Japan, consisting of training ships “Kashima” (TV 3508), JS
“Shimayuki” (TV 3513) and the destroyer JS “Yuugiri” (DO 153),
called in Constanta Port.

At the beginning of 2012, soldiers, ships and technical
means from the Naval Forces acted to rescue people in danger
and unblock the roads in areas affected by the blizzard and the
massive falls of snow from Tulcea County, at the clearing of ice
on the waterway from the Sulina Canal and the breaking of the
ice bridges between Sulina and Galati, in upstream of Tulcea,
between miles 40 and 47 to Isaccea. Also, the “Yan Tai” Frigate
of the Chinese Naval Forces made a stopover in the Constanta
Port. It was the first military ship of the People’s Republic of
China to visit Romania.

“Mircea” Training Ship performed in 2013 the annual training
voyage with stops in the ports of Tuzla in Turkiye and Thessaloniki
in Greece. Also, the ship anchored in the Gulf of the Vatoped
Monastery from Mount Athos. The stopover of “Mircea” Training
Ship at Mount Athos represented an arc of time: 90 years from
the first stopover and 80 from years since the last stop of the
military sailors on the Holy Mountain. In the year 2014, “Mircea”
Training Ship carried out a new training voyage for the cadets
who included the ship’s participation in the Black Sea Regatta
(SCF Black Sea Training Ships Regatta 2014), organized by Sail
Training International (STI) and held, for the first time, in the Black
Sea. 75 years after entering the service of the Romanian Navy,
“Mircea” Training Ship made port calls to Varna, Novorossiysk,
Sochi and Constanta, in the voyage held every two months since
the outbreak of the conflict in Crimea.

At the end of 2015, the last IAR-330 Puma Naval helicopter
was received in final configuration at the headquarters of IAR S.A.
Brasov. In March 2016, Mine Sweeper “Lt. Dimitrie Nicolescu”
(29) created a premiere for the Romanian Naval Forces,
being the first military ship to transit Corinth Canal, during the
ship’s participation in the multinational Exercise ARIADNE 16,
organized by the Hellenic Naval Forces, between March 4-12.
In 2016, Romanian Naval Forces commissioned harbor tugboats
“Vartosul” (103), “Voinicul” (104) and “Vanjosul” (105), built at
the Damen Shipyard. Also, this year, as part of the process of
fulfilling commitments at the level of the Alliance, the contract for
the purchase of the BRASS communication system (Broadcast
And Ship Shore) was signed.

The annual training voyage of “Mircea” Training Ship in the
year 2017 also represented the first training of 110 German
cadets from Marineshule Murwik (Naval Academy) in Flensburg.
Between October 31 to November 14, 2017, “Lt. Lupu Dinescu”
MS (25) participated in the maritime traffic surveillance operation
in the Black Sea, deployed by the NATO Mine Countermeasures
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Scafandri militari romani la un exercitiu multinational.

marinarilor militari pe Sfantul Munte. in anul 2014, Nava-Scoal&
,Mircea” a efectuat un nou mars de instructie a cadetilor care a
inclus si participarea navei la Regata Marii Negre (SCF Black
Sea Training Ships Regatta 2014), organizata de Sail Training
International (STI) si desfasurata, in premiera, Th Marea Neagra.
La 75 de ani de la intrarea in serviciul Marinei Romane, Nava-
Scoala ,Mircea” a facut escale in porturile Varna, Novorossyisk,
Sochi si Constanta, in marsul desfagurat la doud luni de la
izbucnirea conflictului din Crimeea.

La finalul anului 2015, a fost receptionat ultimul elicopter IAR-
330 Puma Naval in configuratie finala la sediul IAR S.A. Brasov.
Tn martie 2016, dragorul maritim ,Lt. Dimitrie Nicolescu” (Dm 29)
a realizat o premiera pentru Fortele Navale Romane, fiind prima
nava militara care a tranzitat Canalul Corint, pe timpul participarii
navei la Exercitiul multinational ARIADNE 16, organizat de
Fortele Navale Elene, in perioada 4-12 martie. n anul 2016, au
intrat in serviciul Fortelor Navale Roméane remorcherele maritime
de rada si port ,Vartosul” (103), ,Voinicul” (104) si ,Vanjosul”
(105), construite la Santierul Naval Damen. Si tot Tn acest an,
ca parte a procesului de indeplinire a angajamentelor la nivelul
Aliantei, a fost incheiat contractul de achizitie a sistemului de
comunicatii BRASS (Broadcast And Ship Shore).

Marsul anual de instruire practica al Navei-Scoala ,Mircea”
din anul 2017 a reprezentat si instruirea in premiera a 110
cadeti germani de la Marineshule Murwik (Academia Navald)
din Flensburg; in perioada 31 octombrie-14 noiembrie 2017,
dragorul maritim ,Lt. Lupu Dinescu” (DM-25) a participat la
operatia de supraveghere a traficului maritim din Marea Neagra,
desfasuratéd de gruparea navala NATO de luptd Tmpotriva
minelor marine. La comanda navei s-a aflat in premiera la o
misiune international&, o femeie, capitanul Delia Neascu.

Incepand din anul 2017, Fortele Navale Roméne participa
anual, cu o fregatd cu elicopter din organica la bord si grupa
de forte pentru operatii speciale la activarea Operatiei SEA
GUARDIAN privind monitorizarea traficului maritim din Marea
Mediterana. Tot pentru prima data, din acelasi an, Fortele
Navale au asigurat un ofiter la MARCOM (NATO MARITIME
COMMAND), prin Contributia Nationala Voluntara (VNC),
pentru fundamentarea ,Planului de raspuns gradual” si pentru
implementarea proiectului Roméniei la NATO ,Functia de
Coordonare Maritima Regionala” (RMCF).

Colegiul National Militar ,Alexandru loan Cuza” din Constanta
si-a redeschis portile, la data de 10 septembrie 2018, dupa 20
de ani de la desfiinfarea Liceului Militar de Marina ,Alexandru
loan Cuza” (iulie 1998).

La 27 august 2019, la Hamburg, in acelasi loc unde era
acostat si in primdvara anului 1939, la Uberseebrucke, la
bordul Navei-Scoala Mircea a avut loc un ceremonial militar la
implinirea a 80 de ani de la intrarea in serviciul Fortelor Navale
a velierului roménesc. Cu acest prilej, N.S. ,Mircea” a primit titlul
de Ambasador Onorific in serviciul Romaniei.

Intervalul scurs de la integrarea Romaniei in NATO a
fost o perioada in care structurile Fortelor Navale Romane
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Defilarea elicopterelor Puma Naval de Ziua Marinei Roméane.

naval group. For the first time, a woman, captain Delia Neacsu
(orig = Neascu), commanded the ship in international mission.

Starting with 2017, the Romanian Naval Forces has been
annually participating with a frigate with organic helicopter
onboard and a group of special operations forces, starting
Operation SEA GUARDIAN regarding monitoring maritime traffic
in the Mediterranean Sea. Also, for the first time, since the same
year, the Naval Forces has assigned an officer at MARCOM
(NATO MARITIME COMMAND), through the Voluntary National
Contribution (VNC), for the foundation of the “Gradual Response
Plan” and for the implementation of Romania’s NATO project
called “Regional Maritime Coordination Function” (RMCF). Also,
through “NATO Capability Targets 2017, Naval Forces have
assigned a number of 10 Capability Targets / TC17. The General
Staff of the Naval Forces has the role of participating structure
Capability targets under the responsibility of other structures.

On September 15, 2018 “Alexandru loan Cuza” National
Military College of Constanta reopened its doors on September
10, 20 years after the dissolution of “Alexandru loan Cuza”
Military College (July 1998).

On August 27, 2019, in Hamburg, in the same place where it
was docked in the spring of 1939, at Uberseebrucke, on board
“Mircea” Training Ship a military ceremony took place on the 80th
anniversary of the entry into the service of the Romanian Naval
Forces. On this occasion, “Mircea” Training Ship received the title
of Honorary Ambassador in the service of Romania.

The interval since Romania’s integration into NATO was a
period in which the structures of the Romanian Naval Forces
reorganized, restructured and adapted to the new requirements,
today making it compatible with similar structures of the navies of
the Alliance states. There were years when change was constant
in all fields, the speed with which this occurred being different.
Integration into NATO also meant the adaptation of procedures
from ships to the new requirements. There were years when
Romanian ships passed through the forks audits of evaluations
and certifications carried out by teams of NATO specialists, years
in which the Naval Forces created their own NATO compatible
evaluation structures. Also, they always meant changes produced
in the military education, today’s graduates of “Mircea cel Batran”
Naval Academy and “Amiral lon Murgescu” Navy Petty Officer
School having a rich theoretical knowledge, practical skills and
the ability to easily navigate through documents of planning or
execution to NATO standards. Integration into NATO also meant
a constant — that of training young people on board “Mircea”
Training Ship, by continuing the voyages executed by the ship,
a ship on board for which people are formed, characters are
shaped and the start is established in the career of every military
sailor.

Romanian sailors were present every time where the
country had them asked for. Navigating the times, the Naval
Forces participated in every NATO missions assumed by
Romania, whether it was the Operation Active Endeavor — the
only NATO mission under Article 5, to ensure a security of the
NATO Summit in Bucharest, evaluation and certification a ship

s-au reorganizat, restructurat si adaptat noilor cerinte, fiind
astazi compatibile cu structurile similare ale marinelor statelor
Aliantei. Au fost ani in care schimbarea a fost constanta in
toate domeniile, variind doar viteza cu care aceasta s-a produs.

De asemenea, au nsemnat totodatd si schimbari produse
in Tnvatdmantul militar, absolventii de astazi ai Academiei
Navale ,Mircea cel Batran” si Scolii Militare de Maistri Militari a
Fortelor Navale ,Amiral lon Murgescu” avand un bogat bagaj de
cunostinte teoretice, deprinderi practice si abilitatea de a naviga
cu usurinta prin documentele de planificare sau de executie la
standarde NATO. Integrarea in NATO a insemnat si o constants,
cea a pregatirii tinerilor la bordul Navei-Scoala ,Mircea”, prin
continuarea executarii marsurilor de instructie, o nava la bordul
careia se formeaza oameni, se modeleaza caractere si se
constituie startul in cariera al fiecarui marinar militar.

Marinarii romani au fost prezenii de fiecare data acolo unde
tara le-a cerut-o. Navigand in siajul vremurilor, Fortele Navale au
participat la toate misiunile NATO asumate de Romania, fie ca a
fost vorba despre Operatia Active Endeavour — singura misiune
NATO sub Articolul 5, de asigurare a securitati Summitului
NATO de la Bucuresti, de evaluare si certificare a navelor pentru
misiuni, realizata in cadrul unor exercitii internationale, fie ca a
fost vorba despre dislocarile gruparilor NATO in Marea Neagra,
de exercitile multinationale organizate de Fortele Navale
Romane sau de marinele statelor membre NATO, de operatia
SEA GUARDIAN din Marea Mediterana sau de misiunile din
Teatrul de Operatii Afganistan. indeplinirea, cu succes, a tuturor
acestor misiuni si aprecierile primite, demonstreaza ca Fortele
Navale Romane dispun de personal si capabilitati pentru a-si
indeplini misiunile stabilite si angajamentele asumate de catre
tara noastra in cadrul sistemului de securitate nationala si
internationala si dispun de un sistem de pregatire profesionala
care corespunde standardelor NATO si UE.

Tn ultimii ani, Fortele Navale Roméane au participat constant
cu nave, tehnicad sau personal la exerciti multinationale
organizate si conduse de aliatii si partenerii din Marea Neagra:
BREEZE (Bulgaria), NUSRET (Turcia), MAVI BALINA/DOGU
AKDENIZ (Turcia), SEA BREEZE (Ucraina), dar si din afara
bazinului Marii Negre precum ARIADNE (Grecia), BALTOPS,
cel mai mare exercitiu al NATO din Marea Baltica, SILVER
ARROW (Letonia). De asemenea, Fortele Navale Romane au
planificat, organizat si condus exercitii majore cu participare
internationala: MCM POSEIDON, SEA SHIELD, EP MCM
DIVE, RIVERINE si FALL STORM, in scopul cresterii nivelului
de interoperabilitate in cadru aliat, impreuna cu partenerii
NATO. Participarea Fortelor Navale Roméane la actiunile
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for missions, carried out as part of international exercises, be
it about the deployment of NATO groups in the Black Sea, by
the multinational exercises organized by the Romanian Naval
Forces or by the navies of the NATO member states, by the SEA
GUARDIAN operation in the Mediterranean Sea or the missions
in Afghanistan Operations Theater. The successful fulfillment of
all these missions and the appreciations received prove that the
Romanian Naval Forces have personnel and capabilities to fulfill
the missions established and the commitments assumed by our
country within the national and international security system and
have a system of professional training that corresponds to NATO
and EU standards.

In recent years, the Romanian Naval Forces have constantly
participated with technical or personal ships to multinational
exercises organized and led by allies and partners from the
Black Sea: BREEZE (Bulgaria)), NUSRET (Turkiye), MAVI
BALINNDOGU AKDENIZ (Turkiye), SEA BREEZE (Ukraine),
as well as from outside the Black Sea basin such as ARIADNE
(Greece), BAL TOPS, the largest NATO exercise in the Baltic
Sea, SILVER ARROW (Latvia). Also, the Romanian Naval
Forces have planned, organized and led major exercises with
international participation: MCM POSEIDON, SEA SHIELD, EP
MCM DIVE, RIVERINE and FALL STORM, in order to increase
the level of interoperability in an allied framework, together
with NATO partners. The participation of the Romanian Naval
Forces in the actions of the naval group SNMG2 in the Black
Sea had been planned since 2014 with the main objective being
the development of interoperability the Romanian sailors with
the military from the alliance, contributing to the strengthening
and ensuring maritime security in the Black Sea area. By the
commitments assumed to the allies Romania, as a member of
SNMCMG2, which is one of the 4 permanent NATO naval groups
in the Black Sea, participated with strength and means of which
we mention an EOD team, a mine sweeper, a frigate and a naval
helicopter.

In 2019, Mine Layer 274 was operationalized to ensure
the function of the commanding ship of the NATO-SNMCMG2
group in the first semester of 2020. The ship underwent the
capital repairs program and was equipped with integrated
communications system according to NATO requirements.

An extremely important moment in the recent history of the
Romanian Naval Forces was the taking over and successful
exercising the role of commanding Standing NATO Mine
Countermeasures Group 2, in the first semester of 2020, by a
Romanian officer, embarked on the ship commanding the group,
Mine Layer 274 “Vice Amiral Constantin Balescu”.

In 2020, with the outbreak of the COVID-19 Pandemic, for
personnel protection immediate measures were taken to prevent
infection with the new Coronavirus. Also, the activities and
missions of the Naval Forces were adapted and resized to the
context of the health and security crisis in The Black Sea and
the Mediterranean Sea. At the request of the national and local
authorities, the navy participated with forces and means in the
arrangement, administration and staffing of the Modular Medical

La Academia Navala ,Mircea cel Batran” din Constanta,
in premiera, in anul universitar 2021-2022, alaturi de studentii
militari roméani au studiat, in limba engleza, si studenti militari din
Polonia, Bulgaria si Lituania, Tn baza programului ERASMUS+.

Fara indoiala, navele militare roméanesti reprezinta un simbol,
un motiv de méandrie pentru Fortele Navale Roméne si, dincolo
de orice, reprezinta o parte de Romanie pe care echipajele o duc
cu ele pe mari si pe oceane, pentru a o prezenta si altora.

Arhitectura de securitate maritima existenta la Marea Neagra,

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Hospital Intervention and Treatment of COVID-19 in Constanta,
staffing administrative personnel for the ROL 2 hospital, as well as
the appointment of the liaison officers in the National Leadership
and Coordination Center - the Health Ministry, IGSU - Ciolpani
and CNCAV. According to the provisions, the Naval Forces
have contributed to the effort to prevent and limit the spread of
COVID-19, by the intervention of the military from the counties of
Constanta, Tulcea, Babadag, Mangalia and Braila, and missions
were executed in support of the forces of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs.

Regarding the year 2021, an element of novelty represented
the participation during October 1-December 31 period, of
the Mine Layer “Vice Amiral Constantin Balescu”, with an
embarked detachment of combat incursion divers, in Operation
EUNAVFOR MED IRINI, in the Mediterranean Sea. The mission
of the Romanian navy sailors was about ensuring compliance
with the UN arms embargo imposed on Libya and combating the
illicit trafficking of petroleum products, drugs and people, through
monitoring maritime ftraffic and by carrying out suspect ship
inspections in the Mediterranean basin.

Also in this year 2021, F 222 took command of the
OPERATION SEA GUARDIAN during the mission from August 29
to September 25; the Naval Operations Center (MOC - Maritime
Operation Center), structure specialized in the execution of the
operational duty. Also, a purchase contract was signed for the
mobile anti-ship missile launch system (MISL).

At “Mircea cel Batran” Naval Academy in Constanta, for the
first time, in the academic year 2021-2022, military students
from Poland, Bulgaria and Lithuania together with the Romanian
military students took the academic courses in English within
ERASMUS+ program.

Without a doubt, Romanian navy ships represent a symbol,
a source of pride for the Romanian Naval Forces and, above all,
represent a part of Romania that the crews take with them on the
seas and on the oceans to present it to others.

The existing Black Sea maritime security architecture,
including a series of local maritime cooperation mechanisms
continues to be influenced by multiple challenges, representing
consequences of some strategies pursued by various state and
non-state actors, in the long term, with different manifestations
and with unpredictable strategic implications. In the current
context of maritime security in the Black Sea basin, Romania has
the responsibility of the state border defense, as well as the border
defense of the European Union and NATO and Romanian Naval
Forces have a special role in achieving this objective. Through
the missions executed, the soldiers of the Naval Forces actively
contribute to the implementation of the security policy of Romania
and to reaching the National Security Strategy objectives.

After the start of Russia’s armed aggression in Ukraine on
February 24, 2022, in turn did Romanian Navy ships and Puma
Naval helicopters carry out daily research missions at sea and
at the mouths of Danube in a maritime space of approximately
30,000 square kms, to ensure the security of the maritime borders
of our country in the area of the territorial sea of Romania, as well
as to ensure the safety of economic activities in the area of oil rigs
and critical infrastructure in the Adjacent Zone to the Exclusive
Economic Zone of our country in the Black Sea. In accordance
with the provisions of the United Nations Convention on the right
of the sea, both in the Contiguous Zone and in the Exclusive
Economic Zone of Romania, all other states benefit, under the
conditions provided by the provisions of the Convention, including
for their navy ships, of the freedom of navigation, as well as
other freedoms related to the use of the sea for licit purposes. In
collaboration with other institutions that are part of the Defense
System, public order and national security, the naval space
(maritime and fluvial) of our country is permanently monitored
by navy ships and specialized structures of the Romanian Naval
Forces. After the attack on Ukraine by the Russian Federation and
the start of the war on Romania’s borders, the Command of the
General Staff of the Naval Forces ordered additional measures
of strengthening vigilance and surveillance of the maritime and
fluvial area, as the responsibility of the Romanian Naval Forces.

The process of modernization of the Naval Forces is a
continuous one, complex and essential in achieving modern
capabilities, perfectly compatible with those of NATO member
states, for compliance commitments, proficient to act in a
multinational complex environment, individually or in collaboration
with other Alliance capabilities.

The strategy of development and endowment of the Romanian
Naval Forces on medium and long term considers programs of
acquisitions and modernizations of whose finality is the creation
of a balanced structure of capabilities necessary for the execution
of a wide spectrum of naval actions, both independently, as well
as in cooperation with other structures subordinate to the other
categories of forces from the Romanian Army. A permanent
objective for the Romanian Naval Forces remains the creation and
maintenance of a structure that, at regional level, will become a
credible instrument of national and allied security policy and will
contribute, together with allies, to maritime security in the wider
Black Sea region.

organizing and carrying out the procurement procedures for new
equipment and implementing major modernization of endowment
programs; developing bilateral cooperation relations within the
regional frameworks of NATO/EU; implementing the concepts
of leadership, command and control; reconfiguring maritime
education into a unified concept; managing individual careers of
personnel; providing basic and specialized training for active duty
and reserve military personnel; standardizing naval procedures;
planning and developing infrastructure; ensuring religious
assistance in the Naval Forces; improving the quality of life for
personnel; maintaining and promoting naval culture and education
for society.

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The Fleet Headquarters carries out the administrative
leadership of the subordinate forces regarding their generation,
operationalization, and training, as well as ensuring their
operational capability according to the requirements. The main
missions of the Fleet Headquarters during peacetime include
periodic training and evaluation of the subordinate units for mission
execution and verifying their immediate response capabilities. It
also leads the process of operationalizing the subordinate forces
for deployment under the Naval Component Headquarters,
organizes naval reconnaissance and surveillance in its area of
responsibility, cooperates with specialized structures within the
Naval Forces, civilian naval authorities, emergency response
entities, and border police for maritime space monitoring and the
enforcement of national legislation.

Prin Tnaltul Decret Regal nr. 2256 bis din 15.05.1920, sub
comanda capitanului aviator Constantin Negru, a fost infiintata
Escadrila de hidroplane, precursoarea actualei unitati. Unitatea

Aquila-Class destroyers under the command of the Sea Division.

These ships formed the Destroyer Squadron and constituted
Romania’s most important Naval Forces in World War Il. They
were nicknamed the “square of aces” of the Royal Navy, bearing
the hull marks of King Ferdinand - the ace of cups, Queen Mary -
the ace of spades, Marasesti - the ace of clubs, and Marasti - the
ace of diamonds. Since 2006, the tradition of these elite units has
been continued by the Frigate Flotilla.

56 Frigate Flotilla “Rear Admiral Horia Macellariu” has
the following missions: leading and coordinating the training
of the command and subordinate forces; conducting internal
evaluations of the command and subordinate forces; leading
naval military actions at sea within the area of responsibility and
beyond in accordance with Romania’s commitments; deterring
illegal actions at sea through active presence in high-risk areas
and routes; conducting surveillance of naval communications and
intervening in support of national authorities in combating naval
terrorism, piracy, and prohibition of illicit trafficking of hazardous
substances or goods; conducting search and rescue operations
at sea; protecting the communication routes, ports, vessels
carrying important cargoes, offshore oil drilling platforms, and
activities related to the exploitation of biological resources within
the exclusive economic area; participating in maritime interdiction
operations by monitoring and controlling maritime traffic,
controlling military and civilian vessels entering the interdiction
zone, and participating in international missions, humanitarian
efforts, and peacekeeping operations.

256 Helicopter Group was established on May 1%, 2005,
following the acquisition of two T22-type frigates by the Naval
Forces to complete their range of sensors and weapons in
their equipment, being the specialized unit for training of
the navigational, technical, and support personnel for the
operationalization of embarked detachments in order to carry out
specific missions, on and in support of the frigates.

The embarked helicopter constitutes a sensor and weapon
system of the ship that aims to enhance its operational capability
by operating from the ship and for its benefit, for the execution, in
principle, of the following specific missions: ASW (Anti-Submarine
Warfare) - detecting, classifying, identifying submarine targets,
determining the evolutionary elements and the submarine
attack; ASuW (Anti-Surface Warfare)- detecting, determining
the evolutionary elements of surface targets, and classifying
them; SAR (Search and Rescue) in lagoon and maritime areas;
Maritime surveillance; Logistic support - personnel and material
transportation, VERTREP (Vertical Replenishment), CASEVAC/
MEDEVAC (Casualty Evacuation / Medical Evacuation);
Counter-piracy/counter-terrorism operations: insertion/extraction
of Special Operations Forces (SOF), tactical airborne landing
transport (parachuting), and support.

90 CORVETTE SQUADRON

The Corvette Squadron was established on November 10™,
1955, under the name of “1061 Large Anti-Submarine Hunters
Squadron”, with its permanent base in the Port of Mangalia.
On December 24", 1955, the first ships of the squadron, three
submarine hunters of the “KRONSTADT” class acquired from
the Soviet fleet, arrived at the Port of Mangalia, the place of
permanent deployment, becoming the nucleus of the squadron.
From 1986 to 1990, the squadron was relocated to Sulina.

Corvettes are combat ships primarily designed for anti-
submarine warfare. They can also perform missions such as:

The combat traditions of minesweeping vessels date back
to May 1%, 1951 when the first unit with the current name was
established. May 15t subsequently became the unit’'s anniversary
day. On May 1, 2001, 146 Mining — Demining Ships Squadron
was formed by merging 146 Base Sweepers and Mine Layers
Squadron and 176 Maritime Sweepers Squadron, comprising
four maritime minesweepers, three base minesweepers, and two
minelayers. In the same year, the three base minesweepers were
decommissioned from the Naval Service. The unit has had an
ascending evolution, going through various transformations and
relocations, leading to the current 146 Mining-Demining Ships
Squadron.

The units of minesweeping aim to fight against mines by
searching for and neutralizing mines in their own or enemy
maritime areas. The main responsibilities of the Mining-Demining
Ships Squadron focus on ensuring the safety against the mine
threat in navigable waterways and port entrances, participating
in the defense of military and economic objectives within
the responsibility area of the Naval Forces, participating in
humanitarian support operations under the mandate of the UN,
EU, OSCE, NATO, participating in crisis response operations,
humanitarian assistance, and military actions against terrorism in
accordance with Romania’s commitments along with sea rescue
operations and assistance to vessels at risk.

150 MISSILE-CARRIER SHIPS SQUADRON

The Missile-Carrier Ships Squadron was established in
1964, initially consisting of a single vessel (OSA-1-class missile-
carrying fist boat, 194). One year later, four more OSA-1-class
missile-carrier ships (manufactured in the former USSR) joined
the Squadron. In 1981, the squadron received its first OSA-1-
class missile-carrier ship manufactured in Romania. From 1990
to 1992, the Romanian Naval Forces acquired three 1-class
missile-carrier ships, Tarantul class, which formed The Missile-
Carrier Ships Squadron.

The missile carrier ships are designed to engage in combat
independently or cooperate with aviation, artillery carrier ships,
with coastal missile groups/units, and, in some cases, with land-
based artillery and missile units against surface combat vessels,
transport vessels, and landing detachments of the enemy. The
Missile Carrier Ships Squadron carries out missions such as:
searching for and attacking enemy surface ships with missiles;
ensuring the safety of naval objectives or maritime areas against

908 COASTAL MISSILE SQUADRON

On November 30", 1987, 460 Coastal Missile Battery was
established in Mangalia Garrison, under the command of 42
Maritime Division. By March 1988, the unit had fully equipped its
combat equipment. On May 18", 1989, the unit conducted its first
missile launch in the firing range from Tuzla. On July 30%, 1990,
460 Coastal Missile Battery was transformed into 508 Coastal
Missile Squadron, and in 2004, it became the Naval Missile
Section being integrated into 150 Naval Missile Squadron. On
August 1, 2017, 508 Coastal Missile Squadron was established
under the command of the Fleet.

The unit is intended for the destruction or neutralization
of the enemy surface vessels, both military and commercial,
either independently or in cooperation with other forces or force
categories. Additionally, the unit carries out missions related to
reconnaissance, data collection, analysis, and dissemination,
as well as collective protection and chemical, biological,
radiological, and nuclear decontamination for the benefit of
the Naval Forces. The 508 Coastal Missile Squadron performs

Tepes, Stefan cel Mare and Mihai Viteazul) for supporting the
ground forces (especially through troop transport and the assault
on coastal fortresses) and for securing the Danube river, as an
essential measure in preserving independence and sovereignty.
The evolution of the river flotillas of the two principalities becomes
noticeable in the 17" and 18" centuries.

The River Flotilla is a large tactical unit, subordinated to the
Romanian Naval Forces Staff, which carries out administrative
and operational tasks for the management of land and river space
within its area of responsibility; assesses the structures under its
command; commands, controls and trains the forces responsible
for the protection of land and river space; conducts search,
rescue and evacuate operations in order to provide support for
local authorities in case of natural disasters or catastrophes in
order to rescue and evacuate civilians or crews at risk; conducts
operations to combat terrorist activity in the river space under its
command; designs and implements cooperation and operational
plans within its area of responsibility at peace time, during and
after crises.

The River Flotilla is equipped with the following capabilities:
surface combat vessels - monitors, armored boats, river patrol
boats, and minesweepers; marine infantry subunits; auxiliary
ships - floating barracks, tugboats, barges and motorboats.

The 88 River Patrol Boats Squadron was established on
February 1%, 1959, initially consisting of six wooden-hulled
minesweeping boats and one river tank. In 1978, the squadron
received five aluminum-hulled minesweeping boats, and in
1982, the squadron came under the command of the 27 Fluvial
Maritime Brigade and relocated to Tulcea Garrison. As part of the
extensive restructuring process of the Naval Forces, in 2002, the
river minesweeping boat squadrons were disbanded, and the river
patrol boats squadron was established in the military port of Braila.

The 88 River Patrol Boats Squadron “Admiral Gheorghe
Sandu” represents the sole specialized force, equipped and

vessels and floating combat and transport assets on the river,
transportation of personnel, weaponry, ammunition, equipment
and material in support of own forces conducting military
operations in adjacent river areas, ensuring the safety of riverine
transports or enforcing embargo measures.

situations. The 307 Marine Infantry Regiment has the following
missions: deterring and neutralizing terrorist actions in the
Danube Delta, lagoon area and river; surveillance and protection
of naval communication routes; transport missions; participation
in peace support operations (PSO); maritime search and rescue
operations; monitoring the responsibility area through NBC
surveillance; providing primary medical assistance in civilian
emergency situations; limiting and mitigating the effects of
disasters or other crisis situations.

accordance with legal provisions; concluding procurement contracts
for goods and services; ensuring the maintenance of combat
equipment and installations on the ships belonging to the Fleet
Command and own vessels; safely and promptly executing rescue
operations, equipment and material supply, towing in ports, at sea
and on the river, under difficult and normal hydro-meteorological
conditions, during day and night time; participation in humanitarian
missions under the auspices of international organizations and
providing logistic support, as ordered, to naval vessels from the
Naval Forces participating in naval cooperation activities in the Black
Sea; timely and high-quality execution of repairs and installation
works, as well as commissioning of combat equipment on board
ships and in land-based units; ensuring the conditions for feeding,
equipping, and accommodating personnel; timely and secure
execution of mobilization, in accordance with established timelines,
for support structures and own units; providing accommodation for
the Naval Forces personnel through garrison barracks, carrying out

In 1983, on April 1%, through the fusion of multiple units and
subunits from Mangalia and Constanta garrisons, the 330 Repair
and Supply Base was established. It served as a logistics unit
responsible for providing logistical support to the units within
42 Maritime Division. Over times the unit underwent several
reorganizations.

The 330 Logistics Section Constanta represents the command
and execution structure that provides, during peacetime, crisis
situations, and wartime, the necessary logistic support to the Naval
Forces units within its area of responsibility. The main missions
of the 330 Logistics Section Constanta are represented by the
provision of all categories of material goods for the units within
the logistic support area, logistical support for the assigned ships
for national and international missions, transportation of personnel
and materials related to logistic support, as well as the reception,

39 DIVERS CENTER

“The history of the Divers Center begins on November 15",
1967, when, based on the order of the Defense Staff, the 279
Divers Group was established. It operated in Mangalia garrison
until October 1%, 1976, when it transformed into the Combat
Divers Group and came under the command of the Divers Center,
a newly established structure in Constanta, subordinated to the
Navy Military Headquarters.”

The Divers Center is the only institution of its kind in Romania
authorized to certify professional divers and authorize companies/
institutions involved in diving activities. Constanta Divers Center
operates as a budget military unit and as the sole organization for
certifying divers, authorizing and inspecting underwater activities
with divers. It carries out the following activities: training, improving
the preparation and certification of divers; training and certifying
technical personnel for diving and underwater works; training
and certifying specialized medical personnel according to the
methodology of the Ministry of Health; scientific, technological,
and medical research for the development of technical means
and improvement of diving procedures and underwater works;
periodic evaluation of certified divers to reconfirm their skills,
abilities, and knowledge; execution of underwater works at
various depths with divers.

The missions of the Divers Center are: preparing and training
divers from the naval forces and other public institutions with
responsibilities in the defense field; authorization, inspection,
standardization, and regulation of diving activities nationwide;
testing, training, and managing divers in simulator conditions;
conducting specific scientific research activities related to diving
and underwater activity; supporting local/central authorities in
emergency situations; interventions on submerged structures
through specific works (welding, cutting, mechanical work, etc.)

SUBMARINUL DELFINUL (521)

Submarinul Delfinul (521) poarta numele primului submarin
romanesc NMS Delfinul, care a fost lansat in anul 1936 si a
fost scos din functiune Tn anul 1957. Submarinul actual este din
clasa KILO si a intrat In exploatare in anul 1986, fiind achizitionat
din fosta Uniune Sovieticd. Tn perioada 1986 — 1996 a efectuat
aproximativ 2000 de ore de imersiune in Marea Neagra, a executat
34 de lansari torpile/mine si a parcurs circa 8.000 mile marine.

DIVIZIONUL 175 NRVE SCAFANDRI DE LUPTA
,COMANDOR CONSTANTIN SCARLAT*

La data de 1 iulie 1980, cu ocazia restructurarii Centrului
39 Scafandri, Grupul de Scafandri de Lupta s-a transformat
in Divizionul Scafandri de Lupta, unitate militara fara indicativ
propriu. Dupa parcurgerea unei prime etape de dezvoltare
si operationalizare a structurilor sale, incepand cu data de 30
octombrie 1986 Divizionul Scafandri de Lupta a devenit unitate
aparte cu numele de Divizionul 175 Nave Scafandri de Lupta,
unitate cu indicativ propriu in subordinea Comandamentului
Centrului 39 Scafandri.

Divizionul 175 Nave Scafandri de Lupta are in subordinea sa
Grupul de nave speciale pentru scafandri, cu vedetele maritime
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The Divers Center organizes professional training courses.
Adult professional training is organized through initiation,
qualification, requalification, improvement, and specialization
programs.

Within the structure of the Divers Center, there is the
Laboratory for Underwater Research and the LH-300 Simulated
Diving System, which is part of the Hyperbaric Laboratory. It is the
most advanced diver training system in Europe, a fully automated
device that allows meticulous control and precise monitoring of
saturation diving activities.

SUBMARINE DELFINUL (521)

Submarine Delfinul (521) bears the name of the first
Romanian submarine, NMS Delfinul, which was launched in 1936
and decommissioned in 1957. The current submarine belongs
to the KILO class and entered service in 1986, being acquired
from the former Soviet Union. From 1986 to 1996, it conducted
approximately 2,000 hours of diving in the Black Sea, carried out
34 torpedo/mine launches, and covered about 8,000 nautical
miles.

175 COMBAT DIVER SHIPS SQUADRON “COMMANDER
CONSTANTIN SCARLAT”

On July 1%, 1980, during the restructuring of 39 Divers
Center, the Combat Diver Group transformed into the Combat
Diver Squadron, a military unit without its own designation. After
completing an initial phase of development and operationalization
of its structures, starting from October 30", 1986, the Combat
Diver Squadron became a separate corps unit named 175
Combat Diver Ships Squadron, a unit with its own designation
under the command of 39 Divers Center.

175 Combat Diver Ships Squadron has under its command
the Special Ships Group for Divers, with the maritime ships
for divers Saturn and Venus, and the Combat Diver Section
with the Combat Diver EOD Group specialized in neutralizing
and destroying conventional or improvised explosive charges.
Additionally, there is the Combat Incursion Diver Detachment
capable of executing missions through landing-parachuting

Marinei Militare in subordinea Centrului de Scafandri, ocazie
cu care fsi mutd sediul la Constanta. Tn anul 1980, prin Ordin
al Ministrului Apararii Nationale a luat fiinta, din Grupul 279
Scafandri, Divizionul Scafandri de Lupta cu sediul in Constanta,
cu indicativul UM 02020, subordonat Centrului de Scafandri.

176 DEEP SEA DIVERS SQUADRON

The Combat Divers Squadron was formed from Group 279
Divers, established according to the order of the Defense Staff of
the Army on November 16", 1967, under the designation Military
Unit 02145, based in Mangalia and subordinated to the Military
Naval Headquarters. In May 1976, through the establishment
of the Diving Center, Group 279 Divers transitioned from being
under the command of the Navy Military Headquarters to being
under the command of the Divers Center, and relocated to
Constanta. In 1980, by order of the Ministry of National Defense,
the Combat Divers Squadron was established from Group 279
Divers, in Constanta, under the designation Military Unit 02020,
subordinated to the Divers Center. On November 1%, 2019, a
specific organization for combat divers was reintroduced, and
the 176 of Deep-Sea Divers Squadron was established, which
includes the ships Grigore Antipa and Grozavul.

The main missions of the squadron are: works on structures
immersed in the sea, lakes, and rivers (cutting, welding,
assembly, filming, inspection, material recovery), specific to
deep-sea divers; sea rescue, towing, firefighting, and dewatering
of damaged ships; providing medical assistance at sea; recovery
of materials, ammunition, naval mines, and torpedoes.

“CALLATIS” RADIO-ELECTRONICS
AND SURVEILLANCE BRIGADE

On June 1%, 1972, by order of the Chief of the General Staff,
the Radio-electronics and Surveillance Center was established,
located in Constanta garrison and subordinated to the Military
Naval Headquarters. On June 1%, 1992, in accordance with the
new standards of military evolution and due to the increasing
importance of the unit's missions, the Radio-electronics and
Surveillance Center was changed into the Radio-electronics and
Surveillance Brigade. Considering the need for modernization
and improvement of means and working methods, as well as the
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Marinei Militare. La 1 iunie 1992, In conformitate cu noile
standarde ale evolutiei sistemului militar si ca urmare a
cresterii ponderii importantei misiunilor marii unitati, Centrul
Radioelectronic si Observare s-a transformat in Brigada
Radioelectronica si Observare.

Tehnologia Informatiei si Aparare Cibernetica al Fortelor Navale
a fost infiintat pe 30 august 1977, prin dispozitia Marelui Stat
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implementation of Euro-Atlantic standards in the surveillance of
Romania’s state border, CREO has been involved since 2007
in the development of the Integrated System for State Border
Security (SCOMAR), which represents the main tool for exercising
integrated management of Romania’s state border. On July 1,
2017, Callatis Radio-electronics and Surveillance Center was
changed into the Radio-electronics and Surveillance Brigade.

Callatis Radio-electronics and Surveillance Brigade is a
specialized structure in the field of ISR (Intelligence, Surveillance,
Reconnaissance), fundamental both for the Romanian Naval
Forces and for other structures within the Ministry of National
Defense, the National Defense System, Public Order, and
National Security, with the purpose of early warning and ensuring
force protection.

The unit has the following missions: maritime and electronic
surveillance of the area of responsibility in the Black Sea; early
warning of risks within the area of responsibility; collection,
processing, verification, analysis, and evaluation of specific data
and information; electronic warfare actions (support, attack,
protection).

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY AND CYBER DEFENSE
CENTER OF THE NAVAL FORCES

The Naval Forces Department of Computing, currently known
as the Information Technology and Cyber Defense Center of
the Naval Forces, was established on August 30", 1977, by the
order of the General Staff under the name of “The Naval Forces
Department of Computing” as an annex to the Navy Headquarters.
The unit operated in Mangalia garrison until August 1978 when it
was relocated to Constanta.

The emergence of new technologies has imposed successive
restructuring and reorganizations. Thus, in November 2003, the
unit changed its name to the Information Technology Center.
In July 2005, the unit was reorganized and became the Center
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Major sub denumirea de ,Oficiul de Calcul al Marinei Militare”,
ca anexa a Comandamentului Marinei Militare. Unitatea a
functionat in garnizoana Mangalia pana in august 1978, cand
a fost mutata in Constanta.

Centrul de Instruire, Simulare-Evaluare si Jocuri de Razboi
al Fortelor Navale (CISEJR) s-a infiintat pe 1 iunie 2007, ca
structura specializatd Tn domeniul instruirii operationale a
unitailor din Fortele Navale si evaluarii nivelului operational de
pregatire pentru misiune a echipajelor si navelor militare.

In July 2016, the Information Technology Center
was reorganized into the Center for Information Technology and
Cyber Defense.

Information Technology and Cyber Defense Center of the
Naval Forces is a structure subordinated to the Naval Forces
General Staff that provides information technology services to
the units of the Naval Forces and contributes to ensuring cyber
security. Since its establishment until the present, the unit has
undergone various stages of development, both in terms of
organization and the missions and activities it carries out.

THE NAUAL FORCES CENTER
FOR TRAINING, SIMULATION-
EVALUATION AND WAR GAMING

The Naval Forces Center for Training, Simulation - Evaluation
and War Gaming was established on June 1, 2007, as a
specialized structure in the field of operational training of the units
of the Naval Forces and the evaluation of the operational level of
preparation for the mission of crews and ships.

One of the main missions of the center is to create an optimal
framework for collective training and preparation of force structures
to achieve maximum benefit from the execution of operational
training conducted in port, at sea, or on tactical simulators.
The structure also has missions such as: providing operational
refreshment training and collective training through constructive
tactical simulation (with JCATS support) for personnel and the
major units and subunits of the Naval Forces; preparing, through

Hidrografii militari au inscris in filele istoriei moderne a
Romaniei numeroase realizari marcante pentru acest domeniu,
inca dinainte de infiintarea unei institutii specializate distincte
in tara noastra. Prima structura de cercetare hidrografica a fost
Sectia speciala pentru lucrari hidrografice la Dunare si la Mare,
care a fost infiintatéd in anul 1897. Aceasta a fost condusa de
locotenent-comandorul Alexandru Catuneanu, un specialist
hidrograf militar, cu studii de specialitate in Franta, care a avut
ocazia sa participe la doua campanii hidrografice in Orientul
Indepartat si in Caledonia.

in anul 1955, Serviciul Hidrografic Maritim a fost transformat
in Directia Hidrograficd Maritima (DHM). Din anul 1966, Romania
a devenit membru al Asociatiei Internationale de Semnalizari
Maritime (IALA/AISM), iar DHM a primit calitatea de reprezentant
al guvernului tarii noastre in aceastd asociatie. In anul 2004,
a fost publicata Legea nr. 395 privind activitatea hidrografica
maritima, lege care stabileste si reglementeaza activitatea
Directiei Hidrografice Maritime si care acorda institutiei statutul
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short-term but intensive training sessions, the officers of the Naval
Forces designated to staff allied CJTF headquarters on NRF
activation. Conducting the national certification of interoperability
level and operational capabilities (according to MAREVAL) for
ships designed to participate in exercises/missions under Allied
or Coalition command; performing the assessment of the crew’s
training level and preparing naval structures after completing
operational refreshment training; conducting the national
evaluation of officers designated to staff CJTF headquarters
when activating NRF; national certification of naval structures
as “Ready for Action” after completing the advanced module of
operational refreshment training.

“CAPTAIN ALEXANDRU CATUNEANU"
HYDROGRAPHIC DIRECTORATE

Military hydrographers have recorded numerous significant
achievements in the modern history of Romania in this field, even
before the establishment of a distinct specialized institution in our
country. The first hydrographic research structure was the special
section for hydrographic works on the Danube River and at sea,
which was founded in 1897. It was led by Lieutenant Commander
Alexandru Catuneanu, a military hydrography specialist with
specialized studies in France, who had the opportunity to
participate in two hydrographic campaigns in the Far East and
Caledonia.

In 1955, the Marine Hydrographic Service was transformed
into the Marine Hydrographic Directorate. Since 1966, Romania
has become a member of the International Association of Marine
Aids to Navigation and Lighthouse Authorities (IALA), and the
Marine Hydrographic Directorate has been granted the status of
representative of our country’s government in this association.
In 2004, Law 395 regarding maritime hydrographic activity was
published. This law establishes and regulates the activities of the
Maritime Hydrographic Directorate and grants the institution the
status of national authority in the field of maritime hydrography.
Since January 2007, the Maritime Hydrographic Directorate has
become the representative of the Romanian government as a
member state of the International Hydrographic Organization,

The main activities carried out by the Maritime Hydrographic
Directorate include: managing the national system of maritime
hydrographic information, creating, managing, and updating the
database and information related to cartography, marine geodesy,
and maritime navigation; conducting bathymetric research
of the sea; geodetic and other types of research of objects in
the coastal zone, sea, seabed, and submarine area; marine
geophysics and oceanography within the relevant hydrographic
scope; representing Romania in international organizations
with which it cooperates in the field of maritime hydrography
and maritime signaling (cooperation and coordination with civil
authorities in the naval domain), mine countermeasures, marine
digital geospatial information, military climatology and METOC
(Meteorology and Oceanography); through the NCAGS (Naval
Cooperation and guidance for shipping) structure, it ensures the
operational interface through which the Naval Forces provide
coordination, cooperation, and assistance to commercial
vessels and organizations, whose maritime economic activities
interfere with military actions; through the structure of the
Mine Countermeasures Data Centre, it manages the database
containing information about the underwater environment and
relevant contracts within its area of responsibility. It also supports
Naval Forces missions with data and products, specifically
designed for mine countermeasures, in accordance with NATO
standards; it centralizes all maritime geospatial information of
interest and develops geospatial analog or digital products, to
support specialized national or NATO forces, in the planning
and execution of their own missions; it provides operational
structures with information on METOC (Meteorology and
Oceanography) conditions, in the relevant areas for the planning
and conduct of specific and general activities of the Naval
Forces; it compensates navigation equipment for Naval Forces
vessels or any other requested civilian vessels; it develops official
analog and electronic maritime navigation charts, for Romania’s

Centrul de Medicina Navala este structura specializata,
subordonata Statului Major al Fortelor Navale, care executa
expertiza medicala a personalului care isi desfagoara activitatea
in mediul hiperbar, stabilirea capacitatilor si aptitudinilor specifice
personalului imbarcat, activitati de control medical periodic, de
asistenta curativ-profilactica si de specialitate a personalului din
Fortele Navale, precum si altor categorii de pacienti in conditiile
respectarii legislatiei in vigoare.

Centrul de Medicina Navala a fost infiintat la data de
1 octombrie 1990, la Constanta, cu misiunile principale de
efectuare a controlului medical periodic al personalului militar
si civil din Fortele Navale, in vederea stabilirii aptitudinii de
ambarcare si de realizare a expertizei medico-militare pentru
personalul care desfasoara activitati in mediul hiperbar. De
asemenea, specialistii Centrului de Medicina Navala au contribuit
la dezvoltarea activitati de cercetare stiintifica Th domeniul
hiperbarismului, Tmpreuna cu personalul specializat in activitatile
de scufundare din cadrul Centrului 39 Scafandri.
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exclusive economic zone; it prepares and provides expert
commissions with technical calculations, maps, sketches, and
alternative options for the delimitation of international maritime
boundaries and limits; it provides hydrographic, geographic and
hydrometeorological navigation support for the Naval Forces;
it sells Romanian official nautical charts and publications; it
maintains the maritime signaling system along the Romanian
coast; it conducts research and the development of activities in
natural sciences and engineering (fundamental research, applied
research, experimental development).

The ships under its command are: Commander Alexandru
Catuneanu Maritime Hydrographic Ship; Ocean 1 Hydrographic
Boat; Ocean 2 Hydrographic Ship; Rapid Intervention Boats
at Sulina and Gura Portitei; Major Mihail Draghicescu 1 and 2
Fluvial Boats for personnel and material transport, Hydrographic
Boat 3 and Topographic Boat 1.

THE NAVAL MEDICAL CENTRE

The Naval Medical Centre is the specialized structure
subordinated to Naval Forces Staff that provides medical expertise
for personnel working in the hyperbaric environment, determines
the capacity and specific skills of embarked personnel, conducts
periodic medical check-ups, provides curative — prophylactic and
specialized assistance to personnel in the Naval Forces, as well
as other categories of patients, in compliance with applicable
legislation.

The Naval Medical Center was established on October 1%,
1990, in Constanta, with the main missions of conducting periodic
medical check-ups for military and civilian personnel in the Naval
Forces, determining their suitability for embarkation and providing
medical-military expertise for personnel working in the hyperbaric
environment. Furthermore, the specialists at the Naval Medical
Centre have contributed to the development of scientific research
in the hyperbaric field, together with the diving personnel from
the 39 Divers Centre. The activity in the field of naval medicine,
of this specialized institution in the healthcare field is based on a
tradition of over a century and a half. The first documented scripts
mention the presence of a sub-surgeon on the board of the first
vessel named Romania, in 1864, as well as a medical officer
on the board of the first sailing Ship named Mircea, in 1886. In

THE 110 “VICE ADMIRAL ENGINEER
GRIGORE MARTES” COMMUNICATION
AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY CENTRE

On April 25", 1962, the 110 Signal Regiment was established
under the order C.L. 0064/1962, initially named the 110 Radio-
Technical and Signal Regiment. Its main sub-units were the 110
Signal Battalion, the 105 Radio-Technical Battalion and the 225
Radio Company, all subordinated to the 42 Maritime Division. On
August 1%, 1963, the unit underwent reorganization and the Radio
Battalion was established. Several months later, on December
1, 1963, according to the order of the General Staff, the unit
transitioned from being subordinated to the 42 Maritime Division
to being subordinated to the Military Naval Headquarters, and its
name was changed to the 110 Signal Regiment. Throughout time,
the unit had multiple name changes and subordinations. The 110
Communication and Information Battalion was established, based
on the order of the Minister of National Defense G/2/1405 dated
July 10", 2007, from August 1%, 2007 under the subordination
of the Fleet Command, through the reorganization of the 110
Signal Regiment. The 110 Vice Admiral Engineer Grigore
Martes Communication and Information Technology Centre was
established on January 1%, 2016, under the subordination of Naval
Forces Staff, through the reorganization of the 110 Communication
and Information Battalion.

The 110 Vice Admiral Engineer Grigore Martes Communication
and Information Technology Centre is the specialized structure
that ensures the technical support for command and control in
the Naval Forces by establishing, operating, and maintaining the
communication and information technology system necessary
for the management, cooperation and notification of major units
and formations. It supervises and operates the Permanent
Transmission Network within the National Military Communication
Network, in the south-east region of the country. Additionally, the
unit operates and maintains the national and NATO components
of the BRASS (Broadcast and Ship Shore) network of the alliance
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componenta nationala si NATO a retelei BRASS (Broadcast and
Ship-Shore) a Aliantei si componente nationale ale sistemului
SSSB (Ship-Shore-Ship Buffer).

On February 24" 1958, the Support Service Unit, with the
designation of military unit 02150/D was established under the
command of the Chief of Staff of the Military Naval Headquarters,
stationed in the garrison of Constanta. On January 1%, 1962, the
Naval Military Headquarters and its attached formations were
relocated to the garrison of Mangalia. Under these circumstances,
the Support Service Unit was disbanded and its personnel and
equipment were submitted to Detachment 327 for technical
and material support, which continued to provide technical and
material support for both the Naval Military Headquarters and
for the 42 Maritime Division. Over time, the unit underwent
several successive restructuring and reorganization processes,
operating under different names in the garrisons of Mangalia and
Constanta. Following the restructuring process of the Romanian
Army on March 1%, 2005, it was reorganized into Naval Forces
Staff and Support Battalion. Further restructuring occurred in
the following years, transforming the unit into the Naval Forces
Support Battalion. In 2022, The Naval Forces Support Battalion
was transformed into the Naval Forces Support Group.

The primary mission of this structure is to provide timely,
cost-effective and efficient logistic support to Naval Forces Staff,
thereby making a significant contribution to the maintenance
and enhancement of the responsiveness of the Naval Forces
in their area of responsibility. Additionally, the structure ensures
the maintenance of military order and discipline in the area of
responsibility of Naval Forces Staff, as well as the control and
guidance of vehicle traffic and military convoys.

THE NATIONAL MUSEUM OF THE ROMANIAN NAWY

The Romanian Navy Museum was established by the
decision of the Council of Ministers no.1127 on May 29", 1969,
as a nationally important institution-a first category museum,
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muzeala militara, impreund cu Muzeul Militar National ,Regele
Ferdinand I” si Muzeul Aviatiei.

Muzeul National al Marinei Roméne este institutia specializata
a Fortelor Navale, cu rol de formare a constiintei istorice in
randul marinarilor militari si al comunitafii locale.

Expozitia permanentd a Muzeului Marinei Roméne este
organizatd pe criteriul tematico-cronologic, in conformitate cu
periodizarile istoriografiei clasice si are patru sectoare distincte —
epocile Istorie veche, Istorie medievald, Istorie moderna si
Istorie contemporana — prezentate pe parcursul a 22 de sali (cu
o suprafata activa de 10.775 metri patrati), la care se adauga
spatiul exterior dedicat expunerii permanente a unor obiecte
originale de mari dimensiuni. Cele mai importante domenii si
subdomenii reprezentate Tn muzeu sunt sustinute de colectii
alcatuite din: amfore si ceramica veche, arme albe si de foc,
arme sub apa, medalistica, uniforme, aparatura de transmisiuni,
motoare navale, ancore si elice, navomodele, nave originale si
fragmente ale unor epave, drapele si pavilioane, instrumente
de navigatie, numismatica, tablouri, documente si fotografii cu
aspecte din marina, carte veche si presa de marina s.a.

In parcul institutiei pot fi vazute si douad nave de constructie
sovietica: o vedeta blindata fluviala si o vedeta torpiloare, precum
si o vedeta dragoare fluviala de conceptie romaneasca.

due to its unique nature in the country. Currently, it forms part of
the military museum network, together with “King Ferdinand I”
National Military Museum and the Aviation Museum.

The National Museum of the Romanian Navy is the specialized
institution of the Naval Forces, with the role of fostering historical
awareness among military sailors and the local community. It
cumulativelyfulfills the following roles: establishment, conservation
and restoration of the museum heritage; showcasing the museum
heritage for the purpose of public knowledge, education and
recreation; promoting the history of navigation and the Romanian
Navy from its beginning to the present day. It is classified as a
museum of national importance and is thus included in the list of
the most important cultural institutions in the country, being the
only one of its kind in Dobrogea.

The permanent exhibition of the National Museum of
the Romanian Navy is organized according to thematic and
chronological criteria, in accordance with the periodization of
classical historiography, and is divided into four distinct parts:
ancient history, medieval history, modern history and contemporary
history. It is presented across 22 rooms (with a total active area
of 10,775 square meters), supplemented by outdoor spaces
dedicated to the permanent display of large-scale original objects.

The most important fields and subfields represented in the
museum are supported by collections consisting of: ancient
amphorae and ceramics, edged weapons and firearms,
underwater weapons, medals, uniforms, transmission
equipment, naval engines, anchors and propellers, ship models,
original ships and fragments of shipwrecks, flags and pennants,
navigation instruments, numismatics, paintings, documents and
photographs, old books, maritime press and others.

In the museum’s park, two Soviet-built vessels can be seen:
a river armored boat and a torpedo boat, as well as a Romanian-
designed river minesweeper. There is also the Sailors’ Shrine,
an exceptional creation by priest Vasile Trif, an artist from
Maramures who carved into the wooden cross significant symbols
of Romanian navigation, including the Moldavian sailing ship, the
first Romanian commercial ship Marita, the first steamship of the
War Flotilla “Romania” and the school ship “Mircea”.

The commander of the Navy,
your direct boss saw you at work and appreciated you. You
have also been seen by all those who hold in their hands
the destinies and the leadership of this country, and all have
realized the significance of this army on the water. | hope
that not much time will pass and the country will have the
Navy required by its needs at sea and on the Danube. Our
first thought on this great day for us should be towards the
country, to which we owe love and devotion”;

- August 15, 1928: in the presence of members of the
Royal House, the four seaplanes Savoia, the yacht Isprava
of Princess lleana and the cutter Domnita lleana of the
Royal Romanian Yacht Club were christened.

- August 15, 1940: in addition to the commemoration in all
the churches, the Naval League organized a special service
in Bucharest at the “St. Spiridon”, which was attended by
members of the league located in the Capital, as well as
those who felt spiritually connected to the Navy and our
sailors;

- August 15, 1941: Navy Day was celebrated “in a setting
of silence, consisting of a divine service in all the churches,
in the presence of delegations from the Navy units, and
commemoration was made of the marine heroes, who fell in
the line of duty, in the campaigns of 1877- 1913, 1916-1918
and from the current war”;

- August 15, 1942: The organized celebrations consisted
of religious services and nautical demonstrations in
Constanta, Bucharest, Brasov, Caracal, Slanic Moldova,

- August 15, 1945: In the capital city the program was
quite busy including a naval exhibition in the restaurant hall of
the Romanian Navy Ministry, a religious service on the shore
of Herastrau lake, followed by speeches, the “Military Virtue”
award, and nautical competitions. The religious service and
the water shows were held in Constanta, Calafat, Craiova,
Sintesti-lifov, Slatina, Targu Ocna, Tulcea, Drencova, Braila,
Turnu Severin and Orsova;

- Between 1949-1953 the Navy Day marked the USSR
fleet Day (the last Sunday of July), the ceremonial being
diminished in significance due to the intention of the
leadership of the Ministry of National Defense to change the
date of this traditional national holiday.

-Bydecree no. 309/1953, RPR Navy Day was established,
and celebrated every year on the first Sunday of August.

- Since 1954, the Navy Day program had been politicized
and adapted to the new ideology intensively promoted within
the army as well. As a result, the Navy Day was celebrated
on August 1, 1954.

- 1955: At the proposal of the Navy Staff, a series of
promotional materials such as posters, billboards, slogans,
and postcards, were edited by the Main Military Political
Directorate, and the “Sailor” cigarettes were manufactured
due to the Food Industry Ministry.

- August 3, 1958: The Romanian Navy Day started
with the naval flag dressing and the ship rainbow fashion
dressing in Constanta harbor and continued with sports
contests, seamanship games, boat parade, at sea and
onboard “Mircea”, “Neptun” and “30 Decembrie” Ships.

- 1959: Dozens of boats and sloops, representing different
aspects of the sailors’ activity, port workers and fishermen,
paraded in front of the command ship. A tugboat towed a
pontoon, the choir and orchestra of “Albatrosul” soldiers’
artistic team being on board the pontoon. After the display of
the ships parade, a trumpet announced the appearance of
Neptune, the Sea God that inspected the ships.

- Since the 60s, once the political bodies interfered in
the orchestration of these events, the Christian significance
of the Romanian sailors’ celebration had been replaced by
the mythological one. These included conferences about the
Navy Day importance, held in companies and in the navy
garrisons, ships models’ awards handed by the sailors’
delegations, festive gatherings organized at the Pioneers
Palaces, visits onboard “Mircea” and “Libertatea” school
ships together with at sea experiences.

- Since1970, “Serbarile Marii” have been held at
Constanta for two weeks, culminating with the Navy Day,
and “Miss Litoral”, the grace and beauty contest which
represented one of the attractions of the moment.

- August 2, 1981: In Constanta, Tomis harbour,
ceremonies were held to celebrate the Romanian Navy
Day with swimming shows, jumping from the trampoline,
acrobatic gymnastics, frame boats races, divers and water
skiers’ shows, and everything was done by the members
of the sports associations of the harbor together with the
students of “Mircea cel Batran” Naval Academy.

With
the return to tradition by celebrating the Romanian Navy
Day on Saint Mary’ Day — the Feast of the Assumption, the
organizers, both in Constanta and in the other maritime
and river port cities, reintroduced traditional as well as
new celebrations as part of the ceremony: combat divers
launching from the speedboat and from the helicopter, the
landing troops show, the offensive counter-air targeting the
surface ships, torpedoes launching show, etc,. .

- August 15, 1991: Romanian Navy Day was celebrated
in Constanta in front of the Navy Command, but also in
Mangalia and Bucharest where military and naval parades,
religious services, seamen ships games, thematic cultural
exhibitions, and sailors’ balls were held.

The distinctive insignia of ranks in the Naval
Forces for the dress uniform, on ceremonial occasions
are made as follows:

For admirals, the rank insignia on the sleeves of
the jackets are woven with gild metallic thread, in three
widths: 35mm, 25mm, and 12mm, the epaulets are made
of gild metallic stripes, with black fabric and silver metallic
thread embroidered eight-pointed stars along the edges.

For naval officers, the rank insignias on the sleeves
of the jackets are woven with gild metallic thread in two
widths: 25mm and 8mm. The insignia for the epaulets is
made of yellow silk stripes, mounted on black fabric.

For non-commissioned officers, the rank insignia on
the sleeves of the jackets consist of yellow silk 12mm
wide, and yellow metallic stars with a span of 15mm. The
insignia for the epaulets is made of yellow silk stripes
mounted on black fabric.

Army officers assigned to navy units wear their rank
insignia on black shoulder boards, similar to land force
officers.

For non-commissioned officers, the insignia for the
epaulettes is made of silver silk sown on black felt cuff.

The scholastic insignia in the Naval Forces are made
as follows: red fabric for students of “Mircea cel Batran,”
Naval Academy yellow fabric for students of “Admiral
lon Murgescu,” NCO School and blue fabric for students
of “Alexandru loan Cuza” National Military College.
Rectangular insignia with sides measuring 40mm and
8mm are applied on the fabric for each year of study.

For the battle dress uniform, the military ranks are

placed on blue mosaic fabric.

The Need for a Coat of Arms

For the institutions with a long tradition and history, the need
for a coat of arms is nowadays more intense than ever. It is the
need to prove they belong to tradition this being symbolically
expressed through heraldic insignia.

Throughout history, the flag was the symbol that integrated
the efforts to protect one’s country and one’s national interests.
Together with the emblem and the national hymn, through its
symbolical power, it created a creed, a law, a purpose.

The Illustrated Shield of the Armed Forces

The way heraldic insignia are created, approved and used
in the Armed Forces was regulated by the minister of defense’s
Order M 45 of March 8, 2004 regarding the organization and
the activity of the National Defense Ministry’s Commission of
Heraldry and Designations and by the Methodological Norms
on designing, adopting and using military heraldic insignia.
Since the moment those documents were issued, many Navy
units have designed insignia to represent their activity, to set
them apart among the many structures at all hierarchical levels.

The heraldic insignia of the Navy Staff, together with those
of the Ministry of National Defense, of the General Staff, of the
Army Staff and of the Air Force Staff, were approved by the
Government Decision that was published in Monitorul Oficial
no. 731 of August 13, 2004.

All heraldic insignia used by structures of the Romanian
Armed Forces are represented on a shield, attached to the
breast of the eagle that carries a cross in its beak, which has
its wings spread wide open and its head turned to the right.
It has an orthodox cross in its beak, and Zeus’s lightnings in
its claws. Thus represented, the eagle becomes a symbol that
generates power and courage, a symbol of social security and
of Christianity.

The shield of the Navy Staff is an ,army” level one, its
enamel is navy blue in color and it contains a yellow admiralty
anchor.

Generally speaking, the enamel of the heraldic insignia of
the units within the Navy Staff is navy blue, the color specific
to Navy sailors.

Starting this year, as they were approved by the Ministry
of National Defense, the heraldic insignia were inscribed and
mounted onboard the navy ships, to give them their own
symbolic identity.

The ldentification Flag

The armies in the Carpathian-Danubian-Pontic space have
always carried their flags into battles, ever since the wolf-head
flag—a symbol that the Dacians followed to their death in battle —
up till the current battle flags of the military units nowadays.

The identification flags, established by Order M 84 of the
Minister of National Defense, promote esprit de corps and a
sense of belonging to a distinct military group. This symbol has
standard dimensions, that is 60 cm x 90 cm.

The identification flag of the Navy Staff is blue and has the
shield, the heraldic insignia of the structure and its designation
on the obverse, and the image of Virgin Mary, patron saint of
sailors, on the reverse.

The need to have identification flags has arisen as a
result of the Romanian military’s participation in multinational
structures abroad. They have felt the need to gather around
a symbol that would represent them and would make them
proud. The same need for identification has led to the creation
of pennants which are 21 cm x 14 cm, and mainly represent the
flag of identification and have on the top side a red-yellow-blue
ribbon. Such items, as well as plaques, are frequently used
when exchanging symbolic gifts during the visits of foreign
delegations to Romania or of Romanian delegations to other
countries.

Toate medaliile au
céte trei clase (cu exceptia Medaliei ,Virtutea Militara” de razboi, care are doar
doua clase). Conditiile pentru conferirea de distinctii cetatenilor romani si straini
sunt prevazute in Legea nr. 29/2000 privind Sistemul National de Decoratii al
Romaniei, completata cu alte legi si acte normative specifice.

Incepéand din 2011, semnele onorifice (precum semnele onorifice In Serviciul
Armatei”, mai tarziu ,in Serviciul Patriei”, pentru ofiteri, maistri militari si subofiteri,
instituite prin Ordonantele Guvernului nr. 104 si 105/2000) nu se mai confera
de catre Presedintele Romaniei, ci de catre institutiile avand atributii specifice
fiecarei categorii de personal.

DISTINCTII MILITARE ONORIFICE DIN ARMATA ROMANIEI
(pe care le poate primi personalul Fortelor Navale)

Distinctiile militare onorifice sunt Tnsemne care simbolizeaza aprecierea
faptelor deosebite savargite in timpul ndeplinirii misiunilor militare sau in
sprijinul acestora in timp de pace, in situatii de criza si de razboi, precum si a
rezultatelor meritorii ob{inute in procesul instruirii. Distinctiile militare onorifice
nu fac parte din sistemul national de decoratji. Ele sunt specifice Ministerului
Apararii si reprezinta un stimulent moral, o apreciere a modului de indeplinire
a misiunilor ordonate, o recunoastere a sprijinului acordat structurilor Armatei
Romaniei pe timpul desfasurarii actiunilor militare.

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Almost all the decorations in use
come from the re-institution of some
orders and medals that existed
before 1948, both the names and
the characteristics related to their
organization and description being
taken over. All orders have four
degrees (except for the national ones,
which have five, and, of these, the
“Star of Romania” National Order has
six degrees, as well as the exception
of the “Sports Merit” Order, which is
divided into three classes). All medals
have three classes (except for the
“Military Virtue” war medal, which has
only two classes).

The conditions for awarding
awards to Romanian and foreign
citizens are provided by Law no.
29/2000 on the National Decoration
System of Romania, supplemented
by other laws and specific normative
acts.

Starting from 2011, the honorary
insignia (such as the “In the Service
of the Armed Forces”, later “In the
Service of the Country” honorary
insignia for officers, military majors
and non-commissioned  officers,
established by Government Ordi-
nances no. 104 and 105/2000) are
no longer conferred by The President
of Romania, but by the institutions
having specific attributions for each
category of personnel.

HONORARY MILITARY
DECORATIONS FROM THE
ROMANIAN ARMED FORCES

(which can he received by
the Naval Forces personnel)

Honorary military  decorations
are insignia that symbolize the
appreciation of special deeds
performed during the fulfillment
of military missions or in support
of them in peacetime, in crisis
and war situations, as well as the
meritorious results obtained in the
training process. Honorary military
decorations are not part of the
national system of decorations. They
are specific to the Ministry of Defense
and represent a moral incentive, an

appreciation of the way of fulfilling the
ordered missions, a recognition of the
support given to the structures of the
Romanian Armed Forces during the
military actions.

Honorary military decorations include
emblems, honorary badges, plaques,
honorary titles and service awards.

The emblems are of honor and of
merit. The emblems of honor awarded
by the Minister of National Defense —
“The Emblem of Honor of the Romanian
Armed Forces” -, the Chief of the Defense
Staff — “The Emblem of Honor of the
Defense General Staff’-, and the Chief of
the Naval Forces Staff — “The Emblem of
Honor of the Naval Forces”.

Merit emblems comprise three
classes in descending order: class | (can
be conferred by the Minister of Defense);
second class (can be conferred by
the chief of the General Staff, state
secretaries and heads of central
structures); third class (can be conferred
by the chiefs of staff of the armed forces
categories).

Honorary badges are awarded
to individuals within the Romanian
Armed Forces to certify their merits
and individual achievements. These are
honorary symbols by which commanders
appreciate the merits and results of their
subordinates or by which they highlight
an event or a stage in their activity.

The plaques are anniversary, com-
memorative and reward awards for the
results achieved by the personnel of
the Romanian Armed Forces. These
are made by military structures and are
used to commemorate or commemorate
specific events, for personnel who have
distinguished themselves in various
competitions, or to reward military or
civilian personnel who retire or leave a
particular structure.

Honorary titles are awarded to military
structures and promotions of pupils,
students, non-commissioned officers and
officers, respecting the current specific
normative acts.
